Happy Birthday Ford Falcon

The Falcon is the longest running model nameplate in Australia 
and New Zealand’s motoring history, and it marked its 50th 
birthday on June 28, 50 years to the day since the ! rst XK 
Falcon rolled off Ford Australia’s Broadmeadows production line.

It’s also 50 years since the ! rst inline six- cylinder engine was 
produced at Ford’s Geelong engine plant. The 144 cubic inch 
(2.4-litre) overhead valve (OHV) push-rod engine developed 
67kW when it was introduced, which was class-leading at the 
time, but these days it’s only about average for an engine half 
that size.

Almost all the intervening years have involved Ford’s Falcon competing with its arch-rival Holden’s large car, both 
in showrooms and on racetracks around Australia. True-blue Ford fans and the red brigade from Holden will argue 
who is the leader between the brands on the racetrack. However, they would have to agree that the Falcon and 
its Kingswood to Commodore competitors have in the past ! ve decades been responsible for probably the most 
closely- fought racing series in the world, with their Bathurst battles having become legendary.

open the Old Coach Road cycleway, a 16km section of the planned 200km Mountains to the Sea cycleway from 
Ruapehu to Whanganui. The two-hour visit gave him little spare time to ride the track.

I note your Local Government comment regarding Council CEO payment levels.  Jack McKerchar’s total cost 
which is included in these papers is running $70,000 more than the same period last year.  The full corporate 
cost as per budget is $263,000 per annum.  This includes credit cards, base salary and other bene! ts. When 
you compare the costs of CEO’s you must compare the total corporate cost and you should take into account 
the Far North.  It cost them a year’s salary plus a car to pay out the previous CEO, Clive Manley.  Clive Manley’s 
annual corporate cost was approximately $255,000.  Whangarei’s total cost averages around $251,000.  Kaipara 
corporate cost per ratepayer far exceeds the corporate of chief Executives in the other two Northland districts.

Mayor urges Government to make prisons smoke-free

Whangarei Mayor Stan Semenoff is pleased the Government is considering banning smoking in the country’s 
prisons. Mr Semenoff called in March for prisons to be smoke-free, and suggested Northland’s Ngawha prison 
should be ! rst on the list.

He said many prisons overseas were smoke-free, and the Isle of Man had even found its crime rates were falling 
because criminals were reforming rather than face prison terms without smoking. Mr Semenoff said he advocated 
counselling prisoners and providing them with nicotine patches to wean them off tobacco and bring positive health 
bene! ts to their lives.

He suggested Ngawha, which has a mainly Maori muster, as the ! rst non-smoking prison in the wake of the Maori 
Affairs select committee’s inquiry into tobacco, which heard that the drug was evil and a particular problem for 
Maori. “We know Maori are over-represented in the prison population, so here is a chance to make a difference to 
their health. “There are those who question why prisoners are allowed to smoke. They are not allowed access to 
alcohol or other drugs, and tobacco should be similarly banned as part of their sentence. “I don’t suggest we force 
prisoners to go cold turkey when we lock them up. Give them counselling, give them patches, but most of all let’s 
give them the chance to give up. “If they don’t think they can hack it, then they should stay out of jail,” Mr Semenoff 
said.

Corrections Minister Judith Collins is expected to announce this week a 12-month preparation plan leading up to 
smoking being banned in prisons by next July. The Corrections Department is concerned taxpayers could be liable 
for legal action from prison of! cers exposed to inmates’ second-hand smoke and for potential lawsuits from non-
smoking prisoners bunking with prisoners who do smoke.

Provisional research results released on local government options for Northland
 
Provisional results of a Northland-wide telephone survey of community views on local government options for 
Northland were released today. The results were tabled at the ! rst of ! ve days of public submission hearings with 
independent commissioners Sir Peter Trapski and Dr Don Brash.
 
Local government options Project Manager Paul Dell says the poll ! ndings are close to the statistics gleaned 
from aggregating the number of submitters in favour of each of the options, but if anything the call for change is 
stronger in the statistically valid National Research Bureau poll. “57% of people surveyed in the telephone poll

were in favour of either one, two or three unitary authorities, and 35% preferred the status quo.  This compares 
with the aggregated totals of the submitters’ preferences which had 51% favouring one, two or three unitary 
authorities and 37% wanting the status quo.”
 
“While there were differences between the two in the numbers preferring two and three unitary authorities, the poll 
results and aggregated submission totals agreed on one factor – both had 11% in favour of one unitary authority,” 
he said. The telephone survey was conducted between 4 – 16 June.  600 people were asked their opinion, spread 
on a pro-rata population basis between the three districts (Far North, Kaipara and Whangarei) and balanced for 
gender and ethnicity to give an accurate indication of community opinion.  The margin of error is plus or minus 4%.
 
By contrast the 973 submitters were ‘self-selected’, representing those who had taken an interest in the process 
and decided to make a submission. Mr Dell said the project management team had conducted the survey to 
provide a more robust indication of community preferences to the independent commissioners. “What it does 
indicate to us is that as the project progresses, we need to continue to work hard to engage with the community so 
they can understand fully the important issues around local government options for Northland.”

This Week In New Zealand History

1902 NZ Boxing Association formed at Christchurch

The New Zealand Boxing Association was formed to promote and foster 
amateur boxing in this country. Having drawn up the rules for ! ghting, 
the Association staged the inaugural New Zealand championships at 
Christchurch later in 1902.

The winner of the heavyweight division that year was Bob ‘Ruby Robert’ 
Fitzsimmons of Timaru. Fitzsimmons held three world titles in three different 
weight divisions between 1891 and 1905 and became one of New Zealand’s 
! rst sporting heroes. He was considered to be ‘one of the hardest punchers 
and greatest ! ghters in the history of boxing’.

It was in boxing that New Zealand won its ! rst individual Olympic gold medal in 1928. Ted Morgan, a virtual 
unknown, overcame the handicap of dislocating the ! rst knuckle of his left hand to win gold in the welterweight 
class at Amsterdam. Image is of Bob Fitzsimmons

1938 Electric trains come to Wellington

On 2 July 1938 the electri! ed rail line between central Wellington and the northern suburb of Johnsonville was 
of! cially opened by Minister of Railways Dan Sullivan and Wellington Mayor Thomas Hislop. This steep, winding 
line had been built by the Wellington and Manawatu Railway Company in 
1886 and until 1937 was part of the main trunk route out of the capital. With 
the completion of the new Tawa Flat deviation that year, the by-passed 
Johnsonville section was converted into a suburban route. The line was 
served by English Electric DM-class multiple units, the ! rst of their kind in 
New Zealand.
This was the country’s third electric railway: the Otira tunnel on the 
Christchurch to Greymouth line was electri! ed from 1923 to 1997 and the 
Christchurch–Lyttelton line from 1929 to 1970. (Electric propulsion was seen 
as ideal for use in tunnels, to avoid the smoke nuisance caused by steam locomotives.)
By 1940 the North Island main trunk line out of Wellington had been electri! ed as far north as Paekakariki 
(extended to Paraparaumu in the 1980s). The increasingly busy Hutt Valley suburban lines were electri! ed in the 
1950s and also served by DM multiple units. These were replaced by Hungarian-built EM-class units in the 1980s, 
but a number of DMs were refurbished for continued use on the Johnsonville line. The units currently in service 
date from 1949, and are due to be replaced in 2010.

1939 First issue of NZ Listener published

Free to all 380,000 radio licence holders, the New Zealand Listener soon 
expanded its original brief, which was to publicise radio programmes. Today 
it is the country’s only national weekly current affairs and entertainment 
magazine.

‘To what purpose is this waste?’, wrote one reader in 1939. Fortunately he 
was in the minority, and the Listener was welcomed by many as a cut above 
the alternative, the gossipy Radio Rag.

Founding editor Oliver Duff and his successor, Monte Holcroft, established a reputation for sturdy independence. 
Famous for his editorials, Holcroft was once called into the assistant director’s of! ce after taking a stand against 
the British seizure of the Suez canal – a bold move for the of! cial journal of the government’s New Zealand 
Broadcasting Service. It was not until 1990 that the Listener was ‘privatised’ and bought by New Zealand 
Magazines, now part of APN Specialist Publications NZ Ltd.

From major stories to RHW’s famous crossword clues, the Listener has re" ected the serious, the trivial and 
everything between. Features like the 1939 war diary about clothes for the well-dressed soldier, Aunt Daisy’s 
instructions on cooking a swan, and the recent ‘Power Lists’ of in" uential New Zealanders have traced our 
changing preoccupations over the years.

From the outset, the arts have been a major focus and the Listener has published works by leading ! gures such 
as James K. Baxter, Janet Frame and Maurice Shadbolt.

Circulation peaked at 375,885 in 1982. Some feared the Listener’s demise when it lost its monopoly on 
programme schedules in the free-market 1980s, but it adapted and survived. Today it remains one of New 
Zealand’s top-selling magazines

More Food Ideas - This week it’s Cauli"  ower Again

Curried Cauli" ower

1 small cauli" ower 
2 medium carrots, peeled and diced
1½ cups frozen peas
2 tbsp canola or rice bran oil 
2 tsp mustard seeds
1 red chilli, ! nely chopped
½ tsp each ground cumin, coriander and turmeric 
Salt and freshly ground black pepper
¼ cup coriander leaves, ! nely shredded

1. Cut the cauli" ower into small " orets. Cook cauli" ower and carrots in a saucepan of boiling, salted water for 2 
minutes then add the peas and cook for 1 minute more. Drain well.
2. Meanwhile, heat the oil in a wok or large frying pan. Add the mustard seeds and cook for 30 seconds or until 
seeds start to pop. Stir in remaining spices and cook for 30 seconds more.
3. Add the blanched and drained vegetables and stir-fry, tossing well, for 5 minutes to coat in the spices. Season 
with salt and pepper and serve, scattered with coriander.

Pork Cutlets With Cauli"  ower “Rice” Pilaf

Pork Cutlet

300 grams pork cutlet
salt and pepper
1 egg beaten
1/2 cup or more of almond " our to coat
2 tbs of pork lard to fry

Heat the pork lard in a cast iron skillet on medium to high heat.
Season the pork cutlets with salt and pepper.
Dip the pork cutlets in the beaten egg mixture.
Coat evenly with the almond " our.
Fry until cooked through on both sides.
Drain on a paper towel before serving.
 
Cauli" ower “Rice” Pilaf

500 grams grated cauli" ower “rice” ( about 3 cups)
1 medium onion sliced into crescent rings
1 tbs ghee
1 tsp fennel seeds
1 tsp yellow mustard seeds
1 cinnamon stick
2 tsp turmeric
1 tsp paprika
1 tsp cumin
1/2 tsp cardamom
1/4 cup chicken stock

Melt ghee in a large skillet over medium heat.
Add the onions, fennel seeds, and mustard seeds, and cinnamon stick.
Stir until until onions are cooked and spices are fragrant.
Add in the cauli" ower and the remaining spices.
Add in the chicken stock.
Stir until everything is mixed through.
Season with salt and pepper. Makes 2 generous servings.

Cheat’s Cauli"  ower Macaroni Cheese

Ingredients

300g penne pasta
1 small cauli" ower sliced into " orets
250g Tararua Creme Fraiche
1 Tbsp wholegrain mustard
175g Mainland Grated Cheese
2 tomatoes cut into rough wedges

Method

Cook the pasta according to the packet directions and in the last few minutes of cooking time add the cauli" ower 
and cook until just tender.
Drain the pasta and cauli" ower well. Put the Tararua Creme Fraiche, mustard and most of the cheese (keeping 
back a handful) into a pan. Stir and warm through over a low heat just until the cheese starts to melt.
Preheat the grill to hot. Tip the pasta and cauli" ower into the cheese sauce and gently stir together. Season to 
taste.
Transfer to a " ameproof dish, scatter the tomatoes over the top, then the rest of the cheese and a sprinkling of 
freshly ground black pepper. Grill for about 5 minutes until brown and bubbling.
