What a Conundrum

Like everything else in life, computers and the Internet have taken huge strides over the last 10 years or so. Web pages have

gone from being lots of text with a few photos and buttons to a kaleidoscope of colour and animated graphics. Newspapers online
such as the New Zealand Herald have almost buried their news and articles in the midst of high-resolution photos and “wriggling”
advertisements. Open a page and a series of inducements to buy this product leap out at you. Some have a “close” button on them
but others don't. Receive an e-mail for a free online mail site such as Yahoo or Hotmail and advertising banners cover part of the text
you are trying to read.

All this would not be possible without high-speed connectivity (Broadband). Many of us who have used the Internet for many years
can remember the excitement when we moved from dialup connections running at 14.4Kbs to 33Kbs then 56Kbs! Wow! When we hit
56K the technical challenges to get even faster connections using dialup became almost insurmountable and a whole new system
came into being. Now we are seeing an evolutionary process occurring with Broadband when we are being promised 20Mbs and
faster. Things that were unthinkable even 5 years ago for most are now the norm. Watching movies and live TV broadcasts online.
E-Mail boxes are now storing 1GB of data (that's approx 1,000,000,000 bits of data) rather than the old 2Mb (2,000,000) that we were
once limited to. We can send high-resolution photos of the latest addition to the family rather than grainy small pictures we were once
limited to. Do those take a while to download on dialup!

For people who publish newsletters like this one life is a challenge. We know that some of our subscribers are still using dialup so
try to keep the data size of the newsletter content to a value that allows it to be downloaded in a “reasonable” period of time. Our

advertisers want us to promote their goods and services in colour with photographs. Even using data compression techniques (this
newsletter goes out in PDF format which compresses the data) we are still seeing the “size” creep up with each issue as more people
send us advertisements and promote their clubs and organisations. This means that people on dialup now have to wait several
minutes for the newsletter to download so that they can read it. Even if they read the fionlined copy there is still a signiycant delay
before it becomes visible. So what do we do?

The Orewa/Puhoi Toll Road

Seems as if the public servants responsible for this new bit of road — that should have been opened more than 9 years ago if original
planning had been followed - have had to back track on their ideas for collecting tolls. Following disclosure that the website setup to
pay tolls online was not secure, they have also halved the minimum “deposit” to $20.00. Now it seems that there are also problems
with the manual collection points, which allow motorists to pay their $2.00 in the old fashioned way. We wonder who is going to be held
responsible for this yasco in the new era of accountability announced by Rodney Hide!

Waitangi Day Celebrations.

Great to see that after so many years of dissent and istay away? we are seeing the Governor General, MUori king, Tuheitia, Prime
Minister John Key, Opposition Leader Phil Goff, and other Paciyc Island dignitaries arrive at Waitangi and be treated with the respect
their ofyces deserve.

Hydro Electric Dams Spill Water But Power Charges Rise

Another Electricity company, Meridian Energy, has just announced price increases for its consumers. It seems incredible that this
announcement comes as we have watched water being spilled over the damns in the South Island for several days last month.
While it is necessary to provide for further development of our supply in this country, surely with the proyts announced over the last
few years, another price rise is not appropriate as many households and older folk on yxed incomes struggle with balancing their
books. With Auckland experiencing its almost “annual”: power supply problems again this week, maybe it is time to have a look at the
structure of our electrical supply industry in total!

Telecom Again.

Telecom has announced this week that it is going to move more another 250 contact centre jobs to Manila. According to their
‘customer satisfaction’ surveys we New Zealanders are comfortable with the decision to outsource call centre jobs overseas. We
wonder if any of the Telecom executives who have made this decision have actually tried “communicating” with the overseas call
centres and experienced the language difyculties that these call centres present.

One Dargaville Online reader reports this week that after not being able to access her e-mail, she rang Telecom call centre and
was told that her modem needed replacing. Next day however everything was back to normal without her doing anything. While a
replacement modem is not terribly expensive, the time to unplug the computer, take it into a shop, wait, collect it, then reconnect all the

cables can be an unnerving experience for many people.

No one sitting in an air-conditioned, high-rise building overseas can possible know about local conditions, which affect broadband and
dialup customers here. What about the lost wages that our local people will not be able to spend to keep our economy rolling? Time to
think again Telecom! We are now seeing the effects of the last 20 years or so where our “family silver” has been sold off and many of
our local industries have relocated overseas. Not everyone can milk a cow or plant kumera!

Food Police Update

If the Australian Government has its way, Vegemite could be banished from supermarket shelves because

of its high salt content. A preventive health task force, set up by Canberra to examine ways of tackling
Australia’s obesity problem, has canvassed the idea of taxing foods high in fat, sugar and salt. Although its
ynal report is not due until June, the Australian Food and Grocery Council is already warning that Vegemite is
under threat. While the appeal of the pungent, dark brown paste is difycult to fathom for outsiders, Australians
are outraged at the prospect of it being outlawed by the food police. Even a pledge by Australia’s Deputy
Prime Minister, Julia Gillard, that “there is no way in the world that Vegemite would be banned” has failed to
allay concerns.

Meanwhile in New Zealand the new Government has lifted an attempted ban on selling “unhealthy” food in schools. Education Minister
Anne Tolley said she had decided to remove the National Administration Guideline (5), which tells schools that “where food and
beverages are sold on school premises, to make only healthy options available”. Mrs. Tolley said this
" meant schools would no longer be required to act as “food police”. The Government believed the rule
was unnecessary and had caused confusion for schools, particularly around fundraising and school
events. Schools were outraged when the clause was introduced last year and saw it as yet another
increase in unnecessary bureaucracy, Mrs Tolley said. “I believe boards of trustees should be able
to make their own decisions about appropriate food and drink options. After all, they are parents who
should be aware of what good and bad foods are. | am conydent they will act responsibly,0 Mrs. Tolley
said. Common sense coming back into our lives with the demise of Sue Kedgley maybe?

Discovering Our Region

The Northern Wairoa Hotel

The origins and rise of the town of Dargaville, as its name would suggest, are closely linked to the activities of its founder, the late
Mr J M Dargaville. It was in the year 1871 that Mr Dargaville paid his yrst visit to the district.
He came as an agent of Messrs Must and Co, a Melbourne company, and his objective was
to look at the potential opportunities for the proytable expenditure of capital. Mr Dargaville
decided to give the land a trial, and purchased from the local chief, Parore Te Awha, the lease
of a few acres of land on the bank of the Kaihu creek. He erected a large canvas tent and a
gum store, and was soon doing considerable trade with local Maori. European gumdiggers
began to gather round the store in the early 1870s, and not long after, Dargaville purchased
another 160 acres of land from Parore at the mouth of the creek, where the present town of
Dargaville stands.

A start was quickly made on the new land, and the yrst two buildings erected were a store

and a gum shed. This was followed by several homes, including eight cottages on Normandy

Street. A local hall was then built, and this was followed by the Kaihu Hotel in 1877 and

the Northern Wairoa Hotel in 1878. The township continued to make good progress, and

blacksmiths and other tradesmen began to make appearances. The Wesleyan Church was built in 1879, on the Mangawhare side of
the creek, and about two years later a bridge connecting Dargaville and Mangawhare was erected by Messrs Thomas, Nield and S.B.

Cooksey. The school, police station, banks, railway station and newspapers came along, and thus the town grew.

In 1908, the town was formed into a borough, and for this purpose the old settlement of Mangawhare was included. The newly formed
borough had a population of 1050 and a municipal area of 2325 acres. Joseph Dargaville, the founder of the town, built the original
hotel on site in the 1870’s. However, this burnt down, the current day building celebrated its Grand Opening in 1918. The Kauri timber
and gum, which fuelled Dargaville’s development, were fading economic forces, but that is not evident in the hotel's replacement.

Solid 14 inch brick exterior walls & 12 inch thick internal walls meant that this time the hotel would endure the test of time. Inside, the
lofty ceilings & wood paneling’s create a sense of grandeur in the Dining Hall & Lounge, with a sweeping staircase leading up to the
32 guest rooms upstairs. Queen Elizabeth Il & Prince Phillip stayed at the Northern Wairoa Hotel in 1953, the year of the queen’s
coronation. When visitors come to Dargaville, they often ask “where is the Northern Wairoa Hotel, making it one of Dargaville’s true
historic icons. Call in, talk to Dave, Roz, and the staff who are more than happy to provide meals, drinks and accommodation!

The Lodestar has also played an important role in New Zealand's civil aviation. The former RNZAF military aircraft which joined Union
Airways (and subsequently the National Airways Corporation in 1947), continued to operate until 1952. These were supplemented by
aircraft purchased for the aerial top-dressing industry, with Lodestars being operated by Airland, Fieldair, and James Aviation. In this
role the aircraft could carry a load of 3.5 tons of fertiliser.

How to Create An Email Signature with Outlook Express

Whether you are sending important business emails, or simply sending personal emails to your friends, creating an email signature
can be a very valuable tool. Adding an email signature to the end of every email you send in Outlook Express will save you time and
also let people know who you are. An email signature can have any information you like, your name, website link, or your return email
address. You won't have to type any of this information again. It's another chance to gain yourself some free advertising. Here’s how to
setit up:

Open Outlook Express
Go to Tools/Then Options
In the Options menu, choose Signatures, then select New
In the Edit Signature section, make sure that the “Text" selection is ticked. Or, if you would like to browse for a signature on
your hard drive, you can tick the “File” selection.
Enter the text for your new email signature. You could include:
a. Name
b. Company
c. Title
d. Web Address of company
e. E-mail Address
6. After youive ynished creating your new signature, click Apply. Your new signature will now be available to use with your
outgoing mail.
7. To make it permanent to attach to every email, tick the box that says Add signature to all outgoing messages.

To check out what it looks like just create a new email and it will be there. (It will be attached to every outgoing email if you tick the box
as seen in the picture below.) If you haven't ticked this box you will have to add it manually.

Changing Your E-mail Text Format
If you're e-mails are plain looking it could be that your e-mail text format is set to plain text. The text font, size, color etc. of plain text
is - plain! HTML or Rich Text (depending on the version of e-mail you are using) will allow you to greatly vary the appearance of your
e-mail text. It will really spruce up the appearance of your e-mails. Here’s how you do it.
Go to your Outlook Express main screen:

1. Click on Tools, then Options. Select the ‘Send’ tab.

2. Scroll down to the ‘Mail Sending Format’ area.

3. There are two options, Plain Text and HTML. Select HTML.
Click OK to save the changes. If you don't like the way it looks just select plain text in step 3.

Enable Pictures in Emails

In order for a picture that's been inserted into a message to be sent by Outlook Express, it must be set up to do it. With Outlook
Express open:

1. Click the Tools on the menu bar, and then click Options.
2. Select the Send tab and in the properties window that opens, locate the ‘Mail Sending Format’ sections.
3. Select the HTML option, and then click the HTML Settings button and the window shown below opens.

4.  Check the ‘Send Pictures with Messages' checkbox and click OK to save the setting.

Note: In order to view pictures inserted into a message, the person receiving the message must have their Outlook Express set up to
read messages in ‘HTML'.

The Recycle Bin

The recycle bin can be found in Windows Explorer. A shortcut to the Recycle Bin is also on the Desktop. Any time you delete an item
(folder, yle or icon) it ends up in the Recycle Bin. It is a special area where deleted items remain until you restore them or permanently
delete them.

Restoring items

1. Open the Recycle Bin and select the item to be restored with the right mouse button.
2. Choose select ‘restore’ from the menu that appears and the item is restored to it's original location.
Deleting items

1. Click ‘File’ on the menu bar and select ‘Empty Recycle Bin’ and all the items are erased. If your sound is on, you will hear
what sounds like paper being crumpled up.
2. Ifyou only want to delete speciyc items, select them. Then hit the iDeletel key.

How to Bypass the Recycle Bin

If you are sure that you do not want an item, you can bypass the Recycle Bin and permanently delete it. Select the item you want to
delete. Hold the ‘Shift' key down and hit the ‘Delete’ key. The item bypasses the Recycle Bin and is permanently deleted.

How To Add Shortcuts To The Desktop

A shortcut is an icon on the desktop that you click to open an application. This saves you from having to navigate the path to the actual
location of the yle. Itis easy to add a shortcut:

1. Right-click anywhere on the desktop. A pop-up menu appears. Select ‘New’, then ‘Shortcut’ and a ‘Create Shortcut’ window
opens.
Use the (Browsef button to ynd the path to the application or program.
Select the icon of the program you want and the path to it appears in the ‘command line’ box.
Click ‘next’ and a ‘Select a Title' box appears where you are asked to enter a name for the shortcut.
Enter a name and then click tynishi. The new shortcut appears on the desktop. Drag the shortcut icon to where you want it
on the desktop.

Some More Great Recipes

Mini Cheese and Vegetable Tarts
Makes 8

Ingredients
8 slices sandwich bread
1-2 thsp softened butter
200g Galaxy gouda or edam cheese
2 cups Wattie's Frozen Mixed Vegetables
4 eggs
2509 pottle Tararua Lite Sour Cream
2 thsp chopped fresh chives or parsley
salt and pepper

Method
Cut 9cm rounds from the bread slices and butter on one side only. Place buttered side down in the base of a well-greased
mufyn tin.
Cut the cheese into 8 even slices and place one slice on top of each round of bread. Divide the frozen Wattie's Frozen Mixed
Vegetables evenly among the mufyns.
Beat the eggs, Tararua Lite Sour Cream and herbs together and season well with salt and pepper. Spoon evenly over each
prepared tart.
Bake at 200°C for 30 minutes until well-risen and golden.

Weekend Frittata
Serves 6

Ingredients
2 thsp ol
1/2 750g Wattie's Frozen International Vegetable Mix
7009 bag Wattie's Rosemary and Garlic Potato Roasters
1-2 ham steaks, diced
6 eggs
1 tbsp prepared mustard
1 1/2 cups milk or lite cream
1 cup grated cheese (use tasty, camembert or Parmesan)

Method
Heat the oil in a deep, oven-proof frying pan, preferably one that is 26cm wide. Add the Wattie's Frozen International
Vegetable Mix and toss quickly to just brown. Set aside.
Add the Wattie's Rosemary and Garlic Potato Roasters and cook over a high heat to begin to brown. This may be best done
in two batches. Scatter over the vegetables and diced ham.
Beat together the eggs, mustard, milk or lite cream and grated cheese. Pour over the potato mixture and cook over the
direct heat for 2 minutes.
Transfer to a 180AC oven for 45-50 minutes or until the frittata is golden on top and the ylling is yrm to the touch.
Serve the frittata with your favourite relish or chutney.

In place of ham steaks, use 3-4 rashers of bacon diced or diced luncheon sausage.

Ingredients

2 eggs

1/2-3/4 cup milk

1/2 tsp ground black pepper

8 slices toast bread

250 g Mainland Tasty Cheese

420g can Wattie's Spaghetti

sandwich is hot and golden. Cook the remaining sandwiches and serve hot.
