This Week In New Zealand History

1881 Poll tax imposed on Chinese

The Chinese Immigrants Act was passed by Parliament, introducing a ‘poll tax’ of £10. Ships arriving in
Zealand were also a restricted to one Chinese passenger per 10 tons of
cargo.

1967 NZ adopts decimal currency

Pounds, shillings and pence were replaced with dollars and cents

was relatively complex: pounds were divided into 20 shillings or
240 pence, resulting in 12 pence to the shilling. People had got
used to doing the fractions but it was complicated. The system of
100 cents to the dollar was simpler and ‘Decimal Currency’ (DC)
day was set for 10 July 1967.
