Wednesday the 8th October
was International Day for
Disaster Reduction. This day
stretches to a week in New
Zealand as civil defence au-
thorities urge the public to be
prepared.

Here are some tips for all households in case disaster
does strike us:

* Be prepared to cope on your own for up to three
days.

* Prepare an emergency kit with an AM/FM radio,
spare batteries, toilet paper, face and dust
masks, blankets or sleeping bags, wind or rain-
proof clothing, strong shoes for outside, sun hats
and sunscreen.

* Ensure you have supplies of waterproof torches,
batteries, non-perishable or canned food, a can
opener, a primus or gas barbecue to cook on,
and three litres of water per person, per day.
Keep aside water for washing and cooking.

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* Prepare a getaway kit in case you need to
evacuate. Include copies of birth and marriage
certificates, driver’s licences and passports,
financial information and family photos. Personal
items should include towels, soap, toothbrushes,
toothpaste, toilet paper, sanitary items, and
hearing aids, glasses or mobility aids for elderly
or vulnerable members of your household.

Computer Recycling Day

We are pleased to report after
last weeks article that more
than 900 tonnes - including
15,000 car-loads of electronic
waste was dropped off at 32
centres throughout New Zea-
land during last weekend in a
drive to stop people dumping
their unused computers and

other electronic junk at landfills. This was more than
double the amount collected last year.

It is crucial people do not dump computers and their
parts at rubbish tips because they contain heavy met-
als such as mercury and lead, which could leech into
the soil, damaging waterways, rivers, and pasture. Af-
ter being collected, computer monitors are tested to
see if they still work with most of the other hardware
being shipped to South Korea to be recycled.  Among
the “loot” collected at the weekend were computers
from the early 1980s, which were considered collec-
tors’ items and have now been put on Trade Me for
sale.

Lets hope that the Kaipara District Council get in be-
hind next year’s collection day. Of course we should
also be looking at mobile phone and dead batteries
as part of our efforts to “Keep the Kaipara Green”! How
about a council sponsored, job creation scheme in
Dargaville to build up working computers from the bits
first and give them away to needy families, schools,
and voluntary organisation in our region? Certainly
worth a thought!

Check When Buying New Printers Etc

It is surprising just how many folk out there are still
using older computers to do tasks that they were never
designed for. Windows 95, 98 ME are still powering
computers that are plugged in to today’s high-speed
Internet. Like old cars, fridges, ovens etc, “spare parts”
are becoming a problem. This includes the software
drivers that are required to enable things like printers,
cameras, and scanners “talk” to the operating system.
(Even Windows 2000 is now 8 year old so users with
this particular “model” are starting to feel the pinch as
well). Understandably, software developers are no
longer writing the necessary “code” to allow modern

peripherals and programs to work with the older
Microsoft Windows operating systems. Even some-
thing as basic as a new web browser downloaded off
the Internet probably wont work!

If you are the owner of a “vintage” computer, please
read the “system requirements” carefully when you
purchase a new device or program. In most cases you
will find these on the box. If you cant see them, always
ask the person selling you the device or software if it
will work with your older operating system. They should
know or be able to quickly go to the Internet and look
it up for you!

Even in these cash strapped times, you may have to
bite the bullet and get a newer model computer to do
the things that you want to. If you cant afford a brand
new one have a look in the For Sale columns of local
newspapers or log into TradeMe. There are some good
bargains there if you know what you are looking at.
Talk with your computer professional and ask them to
help you.

As a quick guide you can buy a second-hand compu-
ter off TradeMe (if you are prepared to spend $600.00
plus $20.00 shipping) with the following specifications:

A cable runs from the panel to a battery in the
inside pocket where up to eight electronic devices can
be recharged at the same time whenever there is sun-
shine.

Her Indarra.dtx
(http://www.indarradtx.com) clothing line includes pants
and jackets with wireless control devices that let us-
ers skip songs or pump up the volume with their MP3
players stowed safely at the bottom of a backpack. It
may sound gimmicky, but her clothes are not futuristic
catwalk creations. They are deliberately classic in style
– utilitarian garments built to be worn over time.

The Competition Heat s Up!

Telecom is offering free national calls to customers of
its new residential phone and broadband plan. The
“Total Home” plan includes an unlimited number of
national calls with up to two hours talk time for each
call, and a broadband data allowance of 10 gigabytes
a month.

The plan is available to customers in Auckland, Wel-
lington and parts of Christchurch for $99 a month, while
customers outside those areas will pay $109 a month.
Telecom marketing general manager David Craig said
the different prices were due to stronger competition
in the main centres and the higher cost of delivering
services outside those centres. Customers must sign
up for a 12-month contract. Calls to Australian landlines
will cost up to $2 for two hours of talk time, and calls to
landlines in Britain, the United States, Canada and Ire-
land will cost up to $4.50 for two hours. Calls to Telecom
mobiles cost 33 cents per minute, while calls to other
mobiles will cost 39 cents per minute.

Vodafone and TelstraClear, Slingshot, and other
Internet Service Providers also offer their customers
bundled phone and broadband plans. Check them out!
Make sure you read the fine print however as data
caps, upload and download speeds, free offers etc all

make a difference to what you get for what you pay.

Update on Freeview TV

Digital television platform Freeview is claiming a big
increase in the number of tuners sold in the three
months to September 1, and says the free-to-air serv-
ice is in 10 per cent of homes. Managing director Steve
Browning said uptake increased 37,980 in the July-
September quarter to 160,496. He said the uptake was
the fastest ever, and indicated a switch-off of analogue
television signals. The Freeview consortium of free-
to-air broadcasters including TVNZ, TV3, Maori TV and
Radio New Zealand launched last year and will be the
main source for free-to-air television programmes af-
ter switch-off, expected to occur in 2013-2015. Brown-
ing said the 10 per cent of homes combined with the
42 per cent of people who had subscriptions to the
Sky digital service meant 52 per cent of New Zealand-
ers had access to digital TV.

The Government has indicated it will set a date to
switch off analogue signals once digital television is in
60 per cent of the market. Sky Television chief execu-
tive John Fellet said that the pay television service -
which has a digital pay platform and a four-channel
analogue pay service - was also keen for an analogue
switch-off.

This W eeks How T o’s:

How to Clean with Natural Product s
Instructions

Difficulty:  Easy

Step1

White vinegar has been proven to work just as well as
chlorine, which kills everything living—the good along
with the bad. To clean soap scum off a tub or shower
stall, apply hot vinegar with a sponge or rag, then scrub
hard with a stiff-bristled scrub brush. For a DIY dust-

ing formula, add a few drops of olive oil to 1/4 cup
vinegar. Dampen your dust cloth with the solution and
to mop the floor, fill a bucket with hot water, 1 cup
vinegar, and a drop of dish liquid.

Step2

Baking soda is unbelievably useful in every room of
your house. Clean greasy stove and drip pans by
putting them in a large stockpot and submerging them
in a solution of 1/2 cup baking soda per 4 litres of wa-
ter. For your kitchen or bathroom drain begins to smell
pour 1/2 cup baking soda down the drain and chase it
with 1 cup vinegar. When the fizzing stops, pour down
a kettleful of boiling water. Also, did you know that you
can remove hardened crust from a pot or pan by filling
it with a solution of 2 tablespoons baking soda per 2
litres of water, and bring to a boil. Turn off the heat
and let the pan cool for a while and when you return
the crust will lift right off.

Step3

Lemon juice is a natural odour-eater. Can you imag-
ine if you had your own lemon tree in the back yard
you would double the green by using the lemons as a
natural product and providing shade in your back yard.
Go plant one now! Use lemon juice to soften hard-
ened food spills by first putting the lemon juice in a
cup of water and boil it in the microwave. Let the boil-
ing water sit for a few minutes before you take it out.
Then wipe the interior of the microwave with a sudsy
rag, rinse with a clean wet rag, and wipe dry. Lemon is
used in store bought products for dusting your furni-
ture here’s how you can make your own by mixing one
part lemon juice with one part olive oil. Mix in a blender
or shake vigorously, then apply sparingly. If the mix-
ture begins to separate, shake it up again before ap-

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plying. Let the mixture soak into the wood for a few
minutes, then wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.
Step4

Table salt can be used for more than salting your food,
you can clean coffeepots and percolators by filling them
with water, adding 4 tablespoons salt, then bringing
the water to a boil. Let the water sit and cool, then
pour it out and rinse well. You can remove rust from tin
ware by rubbing it with a peeled potato dipped in salt,
you can loosen dirt and kill flea and moth eggs in car-
pet, sprinkle with salt, work it into the nap with a stiff
broom, them vacuum it up. Mix it with lemon juice, it
can clean copper; mixed with vinegar, it can polish
brass.

Step5

Essential oils like the pressed oils of oregano, basil,
clove and thyme in particular are highly antimicrobial,
antibacterial and anti-inflammatory.

There are hundreds of different essential oils to choose
from, you can douse cotton balls with your favourite
oils, and place them in the air vents of your home.

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Bike Safety T ips

If you’re allowed to ride on the street, follow these road
rules:
· Always wear your helmet
· Always ride with your hands on the handlebars.
· Always stop and check for traffic in both direc-

tions when leaving your driveway, an alley, or a
curb.

· Cross at intersections. When you pull out be-
tween parked cars, drivers can’t see you coming.

· Walk your bike across busy intersections using
the crossings and following traffic signals.

· Ride on the left-hand side of the street, so you
travel in the same direction as cars do. Never
ride against traffic.

· Use bike lanes or designated bike routes wher-
ever you can.

· Don’t ride too close to parked cars. Doors can
open suddenly.

· Stop at all stop signs and obey traffic (red) lights
just as cars do.

· Ride single file on the street with friends.

More Animal Safety T ips for Kids

· Avoid the face and head
area when petting dogs and
cats. Stroke along the neck,
back, and sides. Cats,
unlike dogs, may bite or
scratch when rubbed on the
belly.

· Leave animals alone when eating, sleeping,
chewing on a toy, or caring for its babies.

· Pay attention to warning signs – an animal that is
growling or hissing wants to be left alone!

· Explain to your child that animals may be startled
by loud, high-pitched screams or noises and
sudden movements.

· Never approach an animal you do not know.
Animals in vehicles and yards may behave
aggressive and territorial and are likely to bite.
Always ask permission from an animal’s owner
before approaching a friend, neighbour, or
acquaintance’s animal – even if you have played
with the animal in the past.

· A dog on a chain is often particularly aggressive
and children should stay well back from its reach

· Never approach an animal that appears injured

or sick.
· Never approach stray animals.
· Teach your child not to run when approached by

a strange dog. Running may provoke the dog to
chase and attack. Teach your child to act like a
“tree” by standing still and staring straight ahead
until the dog leaves or acting like a “rock” if
sitting or knocked to the ground by curling up in a
ball keeping his/her hands over his/her ears. If a
dog attacks teach your child to throw something
like a backpack or coat for the dog to bite.

· If your child is responsible for cleaning animal
cages, litter boxes, or cleaning up the yard after a
dog have him/her wear rubber gloves and always
wash his/her hands when done.

· Keep food dishes and litter boxes out of reach of
babies and toddlers.

Consumer Affairs

Mobile phone problems

“What do you mean you want $70 to ‘assess’ my mo-
bile phone?” Have you ever been asked to pay a bond
before a retailer will agree to even look at your faulty
mobile phone? Are they allowed to do this? And what
are your rights if your mobile phone is faulty?

Bonds

Some traders charge a ‘bond’ before they will assess
your phone for repair. This is usually refunded if the
fault is covered by the Consumer Guarantees Act or
any warranty. If you’ve used your phone in a normal
way and treated it reasonably, we agree with Consumer
NZ’s opinion that “it’s not acceptable or reasonable to

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charge for having a phone inspected when a fault oc-
curs within the phone’s expected lifespan.” In our opin-
ion, you should be told about any bond (including the
amount) when you buy the phone. Also, a trader can’t
make you use their assessment process to see if
there’s a fault with the phone. You only need to prove
that it’s probable the fault is covered by the Consumer
Guarantees Act. In some cases an independent opin-
ion may help you with this. Traders should have a proc-
ess in place to help you if you can’t afford to pay the
bond.

Water in your phone?

A trader cannot escape their requirements under the
Consumer Guarantees Act by saying your phone is
water damaged if you have used it in a normal way
and treated it reasonably.
For example, we have received complaints where trad-
ers have told consumers that leaving their phone in a
car overnight, or using it with “excessively sweaty
hands” can cause water damage.
If a portable electronic device such as a phone can’t
withstand this type of use, then it may not be ‘fit for
purpose’ or ‘durable’. This may mean that it doesn’t
meet one of the guarantees in the Consumer Guaran-
tees Act saying that goods must be of ‘acceptable qual-
ity’.

Getting your phone fixed

Under the Consumer Guarantees Act, when
you buy a mobile phone, like any other type
of consumer goods, it must be of acceptable
quality, reasonably fit for any particular
agreed purpose and be as it was described.
If your phone doesn’t meet any or all of these
conditions you are entitled to have the fault
fixed. If the fault is minor, the trader can
choose whether to repair the phone, replace

it with an identical one, or give you a refund. Take the
phone back to the trader you bought it from and ask
them to fix the fault. A repair should be carried out
within a reasonable period of time and without caus-
ing you significant inconvenience. Any repair should
restore it to a satisfactory condition. If this doesn’t hap-
pen, you are entitled to a replacement or compensa-
tion. If the fault is serious, you are entitled to a full
refund or you can ask for a replacement phone of simi-
lar type and value, or compensation to reflect the lower

value of the phone resulting from the fault. When the
fault is serous the choice of refund or replacement is
yours, not the traders. Remember, if you ask the trader
to remedy the fault, they must sort out your problem.
The trader can’t tell you to go back to the manufac-
turer or mislead you into claiming through a warranty.

Faulty services

When you buy a mobile phone, in order to make or
receive calls you will need to be connected to a net-
work. You may do this through a supply contract or
buying a pre-pay voucher or top-up which allows you
access to the network. At this point, you’ll enter into a
contract with the network service provider. If the serv-
ice isn’t provided with reasonable care and skill, or is
not fit for any particular agreed purpose, you may be
entitled to a remedy under the Consumer Guarantees
Act. It’s important to read the terms and conditions of
your agreement with the network service provider. Re-
member, if you choose a contract phone rather than a
pre-pay phone, you will be committed to using a cer-
tain network, on a certain plan, for a period of time.

Telecommunication Dispute Resolution (TDR) scheme
If you are not happy with the way your telecommuni-
cations company dealt with your complaint you may
be able to complain to the TDR. The TDR is a free,
independent service to help consumers with complaints
about the products and services they receive from
member telecommunication companies.
