This Week In New Zealand History

1855 NZ's " rst postage stamps go on sale

These adhesive, non-perforated stamps for the prepayment of postage were

the famous ‘Chalon Head’ design that portrayed a full-face likeness of Queen

Vidoria in her coronation robes.

New Zealand issued postal stamps 15 years after they !rst appeared in

Britain. Themeere three stamps in the Full Face Queen set. They cost 1

penny (1d), 2 penny (2d) and 1 shilling (1s), and were printed in Britain. Other

values were added to the set later.

The Irst stamp that was designed in New Zealand was a half-penny stamp

issued on 1 January 1873. This had a side view of Queen Victoria’s head and was known as the ‘News
stamp because it was used to pay for newspapers being sent through the post.

New Zealand has long been a trendsetter in stamps. In 1893 we became the !rst country in the world to
advertising on the back of stamps. (The Post Oflce didn't issue these stamps for long, though, as peopl
that licking the ink was unhealthy.) In April 1898 New Zealand was one of the !rst countries in the world
pictures of the countryside, birds, and animals on its stamps.

1916 Walsh becomes " rst NZer to obtain pilot’s certi" cate

Vivan Walsh became tret New Zealander to obtain an &viator
certilcate, following the establishment in October 1915 of the New Zeala
Flying School at Orakei. Most of the 100 pilots trained by Walsh and his
brother Leo at the School saw combat with the Royal Flying Corps durin
the First World War. These pioneering aviators built their !rst plane, a
British-designed Howard Wright biplane, from imported plans. Vivian We
achieved New Zealandiscontrolled, powered #ight in early February
1911. He #ew the Manurewa more than 350 metres at a height of 20
metres, in front of a small group of spectators at Glencora Park in Papakl
Auckland.
The outbreak of the First World War saw many would-be pilots in New Zealand write to the Defence De
asking how they could qualify to join the Royal Flying Corps. The Walsh brothers also received letters o
and were eager to set up a training school. They persuaded the New Zealand government to approach
authorities. TIREFC asked for as many candidates as could be trained. It agreed to isscergitadator
by cable to each trained pilot, provided the qualifying #ight was witnessed by of!cial military observers.
The New Zealand Flying School opened for business in October 1915. Students paid £100 each for an
engineering course and #ying lessons. Upon graduation sub-lieutenants were quali'ed for active service
British government then rebated graduates £75. The !Irst pitetisazitisued to Vivian Walsh on 13 July
1916. Henry Wigram soon followed suit in Christchurch. He established the Gaatet@yrigahy at
Sockburn (later Wigram) air base. By 1919 nearly 300 men had learned to #y at the two schools.
