Puff Powered Cars

A revolutionary new
vehicle powered by
compressed air will
be available in New
Zealand before the
end of the year. Mak-
ers of the futuristic-
looking Airpod say it
can reach 70km/h
and travel 100km ata
cost of less than $2,
and will save energy
and help the environ-
ment.

“The Airpod is great
fun - there is no steering wheel and you run it with a
joy stick,” said IndraNet managing director Dr Louis
Arnoux, who was in France for the vehicle’s unveiling
yesterday. The Airpod has two tiny compressed air-
powered engines, one for each of the rear wheels. The
driver steers the Airpod by controlling the flow of air
from each engine.

New Zealand company
IndraNet Technologies
has done a deal with the
car’'s European manufac-
turer, MDI, to market it
here. It plans to lease the
vehicles, rather than sell
them.

With the claimed speed and range, these vehicles
would certainly seem to be one way of achieving cheap
travel around town.

The vehicle has its detractors of course. The editor of
the New Zealand car-buying reference manual The
Dog and Lemon Guide, Clive Matthew-Wilson, said it
was important to remember that the Airpod was ulti-
mately not powered by air, but by whatever form of
energy was used to compress the air. “It doesn't solve
the energy crisis by changing the way the energy is
used,” he said. “It's a slightly more efficient way of
wasting energy on inefficient trips. “All you are doing
is replacing traffic jams full of petrol-driven cars with
traffic jams full of air-driven cars.”

Giean Party of Apioason New Zeatsnd keep our DargaVi”e hOS'
pital and services intact — or even improve them?

One of the Green Party’s principles on which all poli-
cies are based is that of appropriate decision-making.
We believe that decisions must be made in consulta-
tion with the people affected, which in the case of your
hospital means that the needs and expectations of your
community must be reflected and adopted in decision-
making relating to the services provided in your hos-
pital. We have actively supported local people on the
retention and decentralisation of health services in
Hokianga through the formation of the Hokianga Health
Enterprise Trust. Our MP’s have been involved and
actively supported the local community on the pro-
posed closure of the Kaitaia hospital when locals
wanted to retain their level health services. They have
worked with local committees in discussions with their
health board on what they can and should realistically
have in terms of health services and helped them to
identify their priorities. The provision of health serv-
ices for smaller communities is a vital part of the well-
being of people and the Green Party supports the re-
tention of small hospitals.

What will your party do to return our police station to
being open 24 hours a day?

Many of our small remote communities do not have a
24-hour police station and we honestly cannot prom-
ise that to you. However, we understand that the
Dargaville police are in need of more support in front
line staff to work on social issues leading to crime.
The Green Party’s policy on Justice, often referred to
as ‘Law & Order’, is not only about short-term solu-
tions to deal with current levels of unlawful behaviour.
It is also based on restorative and community-based
justice, which involves communities taking an active
role in setting standards of appropriate behaviour. Our
policy also includes support and compensation for vic-
tims and provides for IRD and Income Support to col-
lect restitution from the offenders. The Green Party
believes that the main cause of crime is a lack of edu-
cation and poverty hence our Justice policy connects
with our social policies aimed at eliminating poverty.

What will your party do to upgrade our rail services so
that our roads are not further destroyed, particularly
by milk tankers and heavy trucks taking logs to
Whangarei?

Rail is a cornerstone of the Green Party push for a
sustainable future. As in many of our policies local
communities must be effectively included in the plan-
ning for transport infrastructure in order to meet local
needs and expectations. Since shifting freight onto rail
is one of our main transport policies we can assure
you full Green Party support in upgrading of your rail
services.

What will your party do to ensure that everyone in our
community has access to affordable broadband
Internet?

There are many options how to supply broadband into
rural areas or small towns. One cost effective option
would be to work with power line companies such as
Top Energy to attach fibre-optic cables to existing
power line and combine this with wireless hot spots. It
is Green party policy to provide a world-class high-
speed Internet access at a reasonable costs and avoid-
ing monopolies being formed by providing a competi-
tive market to achieve affordability. We support the
establishment of community IT hubs in schools, public
libraries and community centres. The use of Informa-
tion Technology is socially responsible and reduces
resource use such as paper. Fast internet connections
are vital for Northland businesses in future to remain
competitive, for education as well as for communities
in general.

What will your party do to provide meaningful local
employment opportunities for our community, in par-
ticular Maori and our young people?

Providing meaningful employment must be based on
sustainability principles if we want it to be permanent
and provide for a good economic future. Sustainability
and the preservation of our unique environment and
the retention of biodiversity are at the heart of Green
policies and principles. Hence | see our special
Northland environment as our capital and business
foundation. Therefore sustainable future employment
has to do with tourism and organic farming and their
supporting and value-added industries and technolo-
gies.

Education and training of young people in such things
as horticulture, Maori culture, conservation, the arts,
tourism and small business can help equip them to
participate in meaningful work that protects and en-
hances our environment. By supporting regional train-
ing and educational institutions in rural areas, work is
created both for trainers and trainees.

Globally, quality organic food will be in high demand
in future. Already, there is a huge market for quality
organic produce. This will be potentially very profit-
able since consumers are willing to pay a high pre-
mium for healthy food. | think that the sustainable ap-
proach has significant marketing potential as it would
also improve the Northland’s ‘Clean and Green’ repu-
tation abroad which has already served this country
well. We need to protect this label by action.

| strongly believe that an organic GE-free Northland
would attract more tourists to our region. Tourism, of-
ten with a strong Maori base can also support our im-
portant cottage industries like the arts and crafts as
well as accommodation and tour providers. Our tour-
ism organisations have begun to move towards car-
bon-neutrality, which is strongly supported by Green
policies and initiatives.

Our policies for community development include our
2020 organic vision and the proposed fund to enable
farmers to change from current practice to organic
farming. As well as untapped potential to specialize in
organic horticulture and pastoral farming there are
opportunities in developing renewable energy produc-
tion and innovation.

What will your party do to repeal the legislation, which
restricts peoples right to have their say during an elec-
tion year?

This question of course refers to the Electoral Finance
Act 2007. There is NO law that restricts people’s rights
to have their say during an election year, though un-
fortunately many people perceive it that way. This is a
misconception of the purpose of the Act. It is the Green
Party’s position that the Act in its current form is not
perfect but is better than what we had before. It has
already led to retrospective declarations of monies
received by other parties. | suggest that the time-wast-
ing donation saga in the previous months would not
have happened under this legislation.

This underlying issue is that the people of NZ have a
right to know who donates to whom thus being in a
position where they can adequately assess the influ-
ences on the decision making of a government. The
Green Party will approach a potential repeal of the
Electoral Finance Act 2007 on that basis.

America is an example where powerful moneyed in-
terests are able to effectively dictate the outcome of
elections by dominating the media and controlling the
flow of information and by that undermining democ-
racy. The Green Party will work hard to avoid such
conditions occurring in this country.

What will your party do to reduce the bureaucracy at
both national and local government levels?

Reducing bureaucracy by itself does not necessarily
lead to more cost-effective processes or large saving.
We have had a fast growing economy for over 15 years.
When the economy grows, bureaucracy usually grows
with it, the reverse applies when the economy slows
down. Bureaucracy is always challenged at every elec-
tion. What is important is that bureaucratic processes
run efficiently, transparently and openly. Services such
as health, police and education all need bureaucracy
we can rely on. Doctors and nurses do not have the
time or training to keep detailed patient records for
example. A user-friendly, simple bureaucracy seems
to be the obvious long term solution to deal efficiently

with what we call “red tape”.

What will your party do to promote the introduction of
electric vehicles?

All Green Party policies are and always have been
aimed at reducing dependence on oil. Electric cars
are part of a combination of sustainable transport so-
lutions and there is a lot of expertise in the Greens on
this topic. We have to reduce greenhouse emissions
and move towards renewable energy and alternative
transport solutions such as electric cars as fast as
possible. The Green Party’s taxation policy is one tool
to facilitate this. It is aimed at reducing taxes on work,
innovation and enterprise and will instead tax pollu-
tion and therefore encourage the move towards sus-
tainable transport options.

Will you party remove the national 5c per litre “Auck-
land only” levy on petrol?

The Green Party intends to spend some of the money
budgeted for roading on rail, special commuter trains
and other public transport systems. Whether or not
the 5c per litre petrol levy would be needed within
Green policies | don’t know. This issue is part of a
more complex approach. Traffic is a big issue in Auck-
land and Aucklanders themselves need to get a con-
sensus on how to proceed.

Home and Family

What will your party do to allow the return of gender
specific speech to our society and permit children to
be brought up as boys and girls again rather than uni-
sex clones?

This implies something | don’t think does exist gener-
ally in our education system. Isolated cases may oc-
cur, a balance of male and female teachers may ad-
dress the concerns of the questioner, this overlaps with
my answer to the next question. The Green Party
stands for equal opportunity and an education system
where every child can develop and reach their poten-
tial and where every individual is respected.

What will your party do to encourage more men back
into teaching — particularly primary and secondary edu-
cation?

Education is one of the most important things that we
as a society do, therefore encouraging more male
teachers into our schooling system is very important.
The lack of male teachers in the education system has
a number of reasons, the obvious being the risk of
accusation of inappropriate behaviour, which creates
distance, pressure and stress. Other reasons are work-
load and student problem behaviour.

Our policies would fund more teachers, smaller class-
rooms and special assessment teachers as well as
fewer duties outside of teaching. Education that in-
cludes respectful and peaceful relationships will lead
to improving the relationships between people, so that
schools become a place where men can safely inter-
act with children without running the risk of accusa-
tions.

What will your party do to provide an alternative to pris-
ons for youth first offenders?

Unless a serious crime is committed young first-time
offenders should not be sent to prison where they
would get in contact with serious offenders and learn
about real crime. Rather than going to jail they should
be confronted with the consequences of their action
by a system focused on mediation, restorative justice
and community-based justice.

Crime prevention and the rehabilitation of offenders is
as important as sentencing as punishment of crime.
Under Green justice policy victims, offenders, families
and communities are supported in taking an active and
meaningful role in restorative justice. Our policy also
provides for counselling and compensation for victims,
preferably paid for by the offender. We also believe
that the main cause of crime is poverty hence the Green
policies that are focused on eliminating poverty.

Will your party hold a referendum and if the majority
favours, repeal the “Sue Bradford” anti-smacking leg-
islation?

The Section 59 repeal of the Crimes Act is aimed only
at removing the previously existing legal defence for
serious assault by adults on children. There is cur-
rently no law regulating the smacking of children, there-
fore the petition presented to parliament recently ask-
ing “Should a smack as part of good parental correc-
tion be a criminal offense in New Zealand?” is rather

pointless. This law is widely misunderstood and | ques-
tion if it is worth spending millions on a referendum
when the result will have no impact on Section 59 of
the Crimes Act since the section does not include the
word ‘smacking’.

Comment:

Thank you for your questions and the opportunity to
explain Green Party Policy. All Green Party policies
derive from two fundamental principles: caring for peo-
ple and the environment. The Greens have a balanced
set of policies, from real reduction in greenhouse emis-
sions, opposition to GE release, promoting clean wa-
ter and food safety, to social, human rights and de-
mocracy issues.

The Difference Between a Virus, Worm and Trojan
Horse

The most common blunder people make when the topic
of a computer virus arises is to refer to a worm or Tro-
jan horse as a virus. While the words Trojan, worm
and virus are often used interchangeably, they are not
the same. Viruses, worms and Trojan Horses are all
malicious programs that can cause damage to your
computer, but there are differences among the three,
and knowing those differences can help you to better
protect your computer from their often damaging ef-
fects.

A computer virus attaches itself
g to a program or file so it can
»'L_ v spread from one computer to an-
other, leaving infections as it trav-
els. Much like human viruses,
computer viruses can range in se-
verity: Some viruses cause only
mildly annoying effects while oth-
ers can damage your hardware, software or files. Al-
most all viruses are attached to an executable file,
which means the virus may exist on your computer
but it cannot infect your computer unless you run or
open the malicious program. Itis important to note that
avirus cannot be spread without a human action, (such
as running an infected program) to keep it going. Peo-
ple continue the spread of a computer virus, mostly
unknowingly, by sharing infecting files or sending e-
mails with viruses as attachments in the e-mail.

A worm is similar to a virus by
its design, and is considered
to be a sub-class of a virus.
Worms spread from computer
to computer, but unlike a virus,
it has the capability to travel
without any help from a per-
son. A worm takes advantage of file or information
transport features on your system, which allows it to
travel unaided. The biggest danger with a worm is its
capability to replicate itself on your system, so rather
than your computer sending out a single worm, it could

| have others. Groucho Marx

send out hundreds or thousands of copies of itself,
creating a huge devastating effect. One example would
be for aworm to send a copy of itself to everyone listed
in your e-mail address book. Then, the worm repli-
cates and sends itself out to everyone listed in each of
the receiver’s address book, and the manifest contin-
ues on down the line. Due to the copying nature of a
worm and its capability to travel across networks the
end result in most cases is that the worm consumes
too much system memory (or network bandwidth),
causing Web servers, network servers and individual
computers to stop responding. In more recent worm
attacks such as the much-talked-about Blaster Worm,
the worm has been designed to tunnel into your sys-
tem and allow malicious users to control your compu-
ter remotely.

ATrojan Horse is full of as much trickery as the mytho-
logical Trojan Horse it was
named after. The Trojan
Horse, at first glance will
appear to be useful soft-
ware but will actually do
damage once installed or
run on your computer.
] Those on the receiving end
of a Trojan Horse are usu-
ally tricked into opening them because they appear to
be receiving legitimate software or files from a legiti-
mate source. When a Trojan is activated on your com-
puter, the results can vary. Some Trojans are designed
to be more annoying than malicious (like changing your
desktop, adding silly active desktop icons) or they can
cause serious damage by deleting files and destroy-
ing information on your system. Trojans are also known
to create a backdoor on your computer that gives ma-
licious users access to your system, possibly allowing
confidential or personal information to be compro-
mised. Unlike viruses and worms, Trojans do not re-
produce by infecting other files nor do they self-repli-
cate.

Added into the mix, we also have what is called a
blended threat. A blended threat is a sophisticated at-
tack that bundles some of the worst aspects of viruses,
worms, Trojan horses and malicious code into one
threat. Blended threats use server and Internet
vulnerabilities to initiate, transmit and spread an at-
tack. This combination of method and techniques
means blended threats can spread quickly and cause

widespread damage. Characteristics of blended threats
include: causes harm, propagates by multiple meth-
ods, attacks from multiple points and exploits
vulnerabilities. To be considered a blended thread, the
attack would normally serve to transport multiple at-
tacks in one payload. For example it wouldn't just
launch a DoS attack — it would also install a back-
door and damage a local system in one shot. Addi-
tionally, blended threats are designed to use multiple
modes of transport. For example, a worm may travel
through e-mail, but a single blended threat could use
multiple routes such as e-mail, IRC and file-sharing
sharing networks. The actual attack itself is also not
limited to a specific act. For example, rather than a
specific attack on predetermined .exe files, a blended
thread could modify exe files, HTML files and registry
keys at the same time — basically it can cause dam-
age within several areas of your network at one time.
Blended threats are considered to be the worst risk to
security since the inception of viruses, as most blended
threats require no human intervention to propagate.

Combating Viruses, Worms and Trojan Horses

The first steps to protecting your computer are to en-
sure your operating system (OS) is up-to-date. This is
essential if you are running a Microsoft Windows OS.
Secondly, you should have anti-virus software installed
on your system and ensure you download updates fre-
quently to ensure your software has the latest fixes for
new viruses, worms, and Trojan horses. Additionally,
you want to make sure your anti-virus program has
the capability to scan e-mail and files as they are
downloaded from the Internet.

A firewall is a system that prevents unauthorised use
and access to your computer. A firewall can be either
hardware or software. Hardware firewalls provide a
strong degree of protection from most forms of attack
coming from the outside world and can be purchased
as a stand-alone product or in broadband routers.
Unfortunately, when battling viruses, worms and
Trojans, a hardware firewall may be less effective than
a software firewall, as it could possibly ignore embed-
ded worms in out going e-mails and see this as regu-
lar network traffic. For individual home users, the most
popular firewall choice is a software firewall. A good
software firewall will protect your computer from out-
side attempts to control or gain access your computer,
and usually provides additional protection against the
most common Trojan programs or e-mail worms. The
downside to software firewalls is that they will only pro-
tect the computer they are installed on, not a network.

It is important to remember that on its own a firewall is
not going to rid you of your computer virus problems,
but when used in conjunction with regular operating
system updates and a good anti-virus scanning soft-
ware, it will add some extra security and protection for
your computer or network.

How to Prepare for an Exam

As there are many ways to test
people on knowledge, there are
. equally as many ways to prepare
Y for an exam. People are differ-
ent and thrive in different pre-
paratory methods. Here’'s some
tips using several different ways
for you to ace your exams.

Essay Exams

Essays can be some people’s favourite or least fa-
vourite type of exam. The good part of the essay exam
is that you can truly explain your knowledge of the
subject matter in many ways. If you forgot a single word,
then it will not cause you severe loss of points (as it
would in a multiple choice test). Usually, essay exams
are difficult to grade because they can be subjective.
Therefore, people with better writing skills tend to fa-
vour these types of exams, as they know how to struc-
ture an essay. If you need help on writing essays,
please read our section on How to Write an Essay.
The tips below will help you prepare for an essay exam.

Multiple Choice

Multiple-choice exams are easy for some and death
for others. Some people can sail through on them with-
out studying at all. Others think too hard on each ques-
tion and miss the obvious answer sitting before them.
The beauty of a multiple-choice test is that all the in-
formation you will need is given to you. The drawback
of a multiple-choice test is that the additional informa-
tion given to you is designed to confuse you. It takes a
specific mindset to excel in this type of testing. See
below for tips on how to prepare for a multiple-choice
exam. These exams are like sports; they take a lot of
practice, but you can master them. True or False ques-
tions may also fall into this category, where you will be

given a fact and have to choose one or the other.
Matching

Matching exams are rather student friendly exams.
They are generally given in high school, infrequently
in college, and almost never afterwards. They come in
two formats: equal questions and answers, and trick
question and answers. When there are equal sets of
facts to match up, then you will more than likely excel.
However, many tests are designed to truly test your
knowledge and will place a few extra categories on
one side of the matching plane. When this occurs, you
must rely on your factual knowledge and not simply
your ability to filter out bad answers.

Fill in the Blanks

Fill in the Blank exams are also more prevalent in high
school and earlier. Occasionally you will find this type
of exam in college and beyond. If so, you are lucky, for
you will increasingly wish you may have this type of
exam. In this case, you must know the factual infor-
mation in order to fit it into the sentence. However, in
these tests, you can rely on your context clues of the
sentence to see what works. If you have a general
enough basis of knowledge on a subject matter, you
will more than likely fill in the correct blank. True or
False questions may also fall into this category, where
you will be given a fact and have to choose one or the
other.

Oral Exams

Oral Exams are generally held for graduate school. In
law school, students are questioned aloud in class
often, and in order to complete a PhD, doctoral stu-
dents must pass their “Orals.” These oral exams, also
given in college and high school, are stressful exami-

You are sitting in front of professors who will
ask you questions on the spot. You cannot formulate
ideas in your head, test them out on paper, and erase.
You must come up with ideas and speak fluidly and
succinctly. You will have little ways out of answering
guestions you don’t know, aside from honesty. Of these
six basic testing procedures, we will outline different
ways to prepare, depending on your time schedule,
your patience, and of course your type.

Essay Exams

Ask your teacher/professor for a few practice ques-
tions

Time yourself and write a sample essay or two a cou-
ple days ahead of time

Look over old essay questions (if available)

Multiple Choice

Practice, practice, practice!

Go over several old exams to get used to the format
Memorise facts using flashcards or group question-
naires

Do not cram (for you will inevitably forget information)

Matching

Memorise facts using flashcards
Group question-answer studying
Try your own matching tests, test yourself

Fill in the Blanks

Test yourself with self-made tests

Ask your teacher for old tests and practice on those
Study with flashcards of facts

Test friends in a study group

Oral Exams

First outline all you plan to say on paper

Practice it aloud to yourself

Practice in front of a mirror (to see body language,
hand gestures)

Practice aloud to an audience (of family or friends)
Itis important to remember that not all people test alike.
You may prefer one type of test to another solely based
on your ability to study for it. Regardless of your fa-
vourite preparatory habits, you will inevitably be tested

in all five of these formats at some point in your life. It
is highly advisable to learn how to prepare for them
all.

home can be very aes-
thetically pleasing and add to the warmth and overall
appearance. If not maintained though, it can be a
would-be burglars best friend. Reduce your opportu-
nity of your home being broken into and take the fol-
lowing important steps:

*  Trim shrubbery and raise tree canopies so doors
and windows are visible to neighbors, and from
the street.

* Maintained and well-manicured landscaping
should not provide concealment for criminals.

* If you have a second floor, prune trees so they
can't help a thief climb in a second floor windows.

* Place trellises where they can’t be used as
ladders to gain entry to the upper floors.

* Ground plants (shrubbery) along any sidewalk,
driveway, door or gate, should be maintained at a
height of not more than three (3) feet.

* Ground plants under windows should be main-
tained at a height that is below the window sill to
allow natural surveillance, inside and out.

* Place large gauge gravel on the ground near
windows. The noise caused by intruders walking
on it can become a psychological deterrent and
may be heard by someone inside the home.

* DO NOT place river rocks or other items near
glass windows or doors. These can be used by
the burglar to break glass.

* Plant spiny (thorny) plants along fences and
under windows. Such plants will discourage even
the most nimble intruder. Often, protecting with
thorny plants is as effective as the use of barbed
wire, and a lot more attractive.

Street Addresses (House Numbers)

Street numbers are required to be easily visible from
the street. Critical time can be saved by emergency
services when the street address for the house is vis-
ible from a distance.

* Use numbers made of reflective materials, or
make sure that colour of numbers contrasts with
background colour. Numbers should be at least
7cm high. Try to avoid using numbers written in
script. These are difficult to read from the street

* Keep numbers new and clean and replace when
necessary

near the front door or garage entrance

Limit And/Or Direct Access To Yards And Store Rooms/
Sheds

Intruders look for no, or few obstacles blocking quick
exits. Fences prevent burglars from carrying away large
items if the gates are locked. Gates should be lock at
all times, even when you are home. Ladders and tools
should be stored in a garage or storage shed, and
these areas should be locked. Landscaping design can
also help control/direct access to your property. Proper
barriers designating private property can make a per-
son with criminal intent feel uncomfortable as he or
she approaches your home or business.

Safety Tips for Kids

Prevent Falls in and around the
Home

Falls may seem like a “normal” part of
life but they are a leading cause of in-
jury to Kiwi kids. While a number of
children will bounce back from injuries,
many others need hospital treatment
- and some children will be left with
life-long impairments. Here are a few
tips to keep kids safe in and around
your home!

0-6 months

* Change nappies on the floor.

* Never leave baby on a couch or bed as she/he
could roll off.

* Ensure toys and other items are cleared off stairs
and floors so that you don't trip on them while
carrying baby.

* Ensure you strap babies into shopping trolleys

using the baby seats available.
* Strap babies correctly into car seats and prams.

6-18 months

* Change nappies on the floor.

* Use a non-slip bath mat in the bath — and never
leave your baby alone in the bath, even with
older children.

* Ensure toys and other items are cleared off stairs
and floors so that you don't trip on them while
carrying baby.

* Use a stair gate to stop baby falling down stairs
or steps.

* Always use the safety belts provided in shopping
trolleys.

* Strap babies correctly into car seats, high chairs
and prams.

18 months-3 years

* Change nappies on the floor.

* Use a non-slip bath mat in the bath — and never
leave your baby alone in the bath, even with
older children.

* Use a stair gate to stop children falling down
stairs or steps.

* Have safety latches fitted on second storey
windows.

* Ensure spacing between vertical bars on decks
and balconies are too narrow for children to climb
or fall through.

* Discourage children climbing on furniture such as
chairs and couches.

3-5 years

* Use a non-slip bath mat in the bath — and never
leave your child alone in the bath, even with
older children.

* Have safety latches fitted on second storey
windows.

* Discourage children from climbing on furniture
such as chairs and couches.

* Supervise children on play equipment at all
times.

* |If you have a trampoline, ensure it has safety
pads, that you supervise children when they are
using it and that only one child at a time uses the
tramp.

5-15 years

The most common injuries to school-aged children are
falls from playground equipment. Falls from sports
equipment such as bikes, scooters, rollerskates, ice
skates etc are also common.

* Use a non-slip bath mat in the bath.

* Supervise children on play equipment at all
times.

* If you have a trampoline, ensure it has safety
pads, that you supervise children when they are
using it and that only one child at a time uses the
tramp.

* Ensure children wear safety gear such as hel-
mets and pads when using scooters, rollerblades,
rollerskates etc. This gear won't stop them from
falling, but it will help protect them.

* Help children to learn good cycling skills such as
balance and spend time teaching these skills as
many children fall from bikes.

* Helmets should always be worn when riding
bikes or horses.

* Ensure bikes “fit” your child so that they can ride
well.

* Don't allow children under 16 to ride or drive an
All Terrain Vehicle (ATV) sometimes known as a
guad bike.
