Discovering Our Region

Pouto Peninsular

Much of Pouto - over 600 ha - is covered by sand dunes, 
which are one of the largest unmodiýed dune systems 
in New Zealand. Many of the dunes rise over 100 m 
above sea level, and the highest reaches 214 m. There 
are also both permanent and temporary wetlands, and 
more than 20 freshwater lakes and swamps. The interior 
is planted in exotic forests. Several threatened plants, 
birds, invertebrates and a freshwater ýsh are found on the 
peninsula. 

Shipwrecks

There have been 113 recorded shipwrecks on the coast 
of Pouto (with unofýcial estimates going as high as 150), 
because the low-lying peninsula makes the north head 
of the Kaipara Harbour treacherous, and there are a lack of landmarks on the peninsula from which to take bearings. Tradition 
recounts that Rongomai, the captain of the waka MǕhuhu, drowned when his canoe capsised near the entrance to Kaipara Harbour 
in the early days of MǕori settlement of New Zealand. The ýrst shipwreck in recorded history was of the Aurora, a 550-ton barque, in 
1840,and the most recent was the yacht Aosky in 1994.

History

MǕori habitation of Pouto goes back to ancient times and in recent years relics have been found of a civilisation thought to pre-date 
MǕori settlement of the area.

In the late 17th century, or early 18th, NgǕti WhǕtua occupied the Pouto Peninsula as part of their move southwards. In 1820, during 
the Musket Wars, NgǕ Puhi laid siege to NgǕti WhǕtuaôs Tauhara pa near Pouto, but were unable to capture it. A truce was agreed, to 
be cemented by the marriage of a NgǕ Puhi chief to the daughter of a NgǕti WhǕtua chief. During the festivities, NgǕ Puhi and their 
allies suddenly turned on their hosts and massacred them.

In 1874, a customs house and pilot station were built at Pouto. A signal mast was erected in the sandhills at North Head in 1876, 5-6 
miles west of the station. The following year, a telegraph system was set up between the two. A lighthouse was built at North Head in 
1884. The customs ofýce was shifted to Te Kopura in 1903. The lighthouse was automated in 1947, and closed in the mid 1950s. The 
structure still exists and was renovated in 1982-84.

Gum-diggers operated on the peninsula from the 1870s and lasting into the 1930s, although kauri trees no longer grew there. Dairy 
farming was established in the early 20th century. Sand from Pouto was used to build dams in the Waitakere Ranges, and was also 
barged around the Kaipara Harbour. The southern part of the peninsula was slow to be developed, with the road only reaching to 
Taingaehe in 1930, and extending another 35 km to Pouto itself in 1931. Until then, contact with the rest of the world was by steamer. 
The road wasnôt metalled until the 1940s.

Today the road remains unsealed from the Kellyôs Bay turn off so care needs to be taken when travelling along it. There are no shops 
after Te Kopuru so make sure you take plenty of food and drink with you when you go there.

Donôt drive onto the beach at Pouto unless you have a 4 wheel drive vehicle and also ensure that you check out the tide times before 
leaving. The tide comes in quite quickly and many unwary explorers have been caught out on the rising tide!

Matariki

Last year Dargaville was the only Northland town, which did nothing to celebrate the Maori New 
Year. A group of Dargaville people are getting together to ensure that this year we do have a 
number of events that recognise this important time. 

Matariki is a small but distinctive star cluster whose appearance in the northeastern pre-dawn 
sky in late May, early June marks the start of a new phase of life. Although there are tribal 
differences regarding the timing, celebrations most often begin at the next new moon after 
Matariki has risen. This usually occurs during the month of June. In ancient times Matariki 
arrived at the end of the harvest and was therefore a time of plenty for the people. Matariki can 
be translated in two ways ï Mata Riki (Tiny eyes) and Mata Ariki (Eyes of God). Either way the 
eyes are thought to watch over the land and its people. This year (2009) the new moon rises on 
the 24th June.

As well as marking the start of a new year, Matariki also signals other new beginnings. Traditionally, Matariki was the time to plant 
trees, prepare the land for planting crops and renew associations with family (whǕnau). The New Year is also a good time to reþect 
on your place in the world, to re-awaken old skills or try out new one, and to set new goals. Kite þying is also an important part of 
celebrating Matariki. As the program is developed, Dargaville Online will keep you up to date with the events that are being planned.

Historic Aircraft 

De Havilland DH89 Rapide/Dominie

A total of 14 (5 impressed) of these aircraft were operated by the RNZAF during World War 2. The prototype ýrst þew on 17 April 1934 
and 205 were built for owners all around the world before the outbreak of World War II. Originally designated the ñDragon Sixò it was 
ýrst marketed as ñDragon Rapideò although was later just called a ñRapideò. With the ýtting of improved trailing edge þaps from 1936 
they were re-designated DH.89As. The DH.89 proved a very durable aircraft despite its relatively primitive plywood construction and 
many were still þying in the early 2000s. Several Rapides are still operational in the UK and several suppliers still offer pleasure þights 
in them. 2 Rapides are still airworthy in New Zealand. 

Initially operated by Union Airways, New Zealandôs ýrst major airline, and subsequently by New Zealand National Airways Corporation 
(NZNAC) these historic aircraft þew to many of the minor grass strips that were the early airýelds in New Zealand.

JAYMAC Computing ñGeek Speek!ò

Nasty worm wriggles into millions of computers
San Francisco, Jan 20; Agence France-Presse

Security specialists say ñConýckerò or ñDownadupò could be a test of new criminal software. A nasty worm has wriggled into millions 
of computers and continues to spread, leaving security experts wondering whether the attack is a harbinger of evil deeds to come. US 
software protection ýrm F-Secure says a computer worm known as ñConýckerò or ñDownadupò had infected more than nine million 
computers by Tuesday and was spreading at a rate of one million machines daily.

The malicious software had yet to do any noticeable damage, prompting debate as to whether it is impotent, waiting to detonate, or 
a test run by cybercriminals intent on proýting from the weakness in the future. ñThis is enormous; possibly the biggest virus we have 
ever seen,ò said software security specialist David Perry of Trend Micro.

ñI think the bad guys are ýeld testing a new technology. If Conýcker proves to work well, they could go out and sell malware (malicious 
software) to people. There is a huge market for selling criminal malware.ò The worm, a self-replicating program, takes advantage of 
networks or computers that haven’t kept up to date with security patches for Windows RPC Server Service.

It can infect machines from the internet or by hiding on USB memory sticks carrying data from one computer to another. Once in a 
computer it digs deep, setting up defences that make it hard to extract. Malware could be triggered to steal data or turn control of 
infected computers over to hackers amassing ñzombieò machines into ñbotnetò armies.

ñHere we are with a big, big outbreak and they keep revamping their methodology to increase the size of it,ò Perry said. ñThey could be 
growing this huge botnet to slice it up and sell it on the criminal market.ò Microsoft says it is aware of the Conýcker ñworm familyò and 
has modiýed its free Malicious Software Removal Tool to detect and get rid of infections.

The US software giant also advises people to stay current on anti-virus tools and Windows updates, and to protect computers and ýles 
with strong passwords.A troubling aspect of Conýcker is that it harnesses computing power of a botnet to crack passwords.

Repeated ñguessesò at passwords by a botnet have caused some computer users to be locked out of ýles or machines that 
automatically disable access after certain numbers of failed tries. ñDownadup uses brute force from the infected network of botnets to 
break the password of the machine being attacked,ò Perry said. ñThat is something never seen before and I ýnd it disturbing.ò

Perry urges people to harden passwords by mixing in numbers, punctuation marks, and upper-case letters. Doing so makes it millions 
of times harder for passwords to be deduced, according to Perry. ñThis is necessary in a world where malware hacks passwords,ò 
Perry said. ñGo get a notebook, keep it next to your computer and record your passwords in it. No hacker in the world can hack the 
written page locked away in your ofýce.ò

Another Use For That Old Computer!

Got an old computer sitting in the corner or garage? Why not use it to protect yourself against the many internet viruses and malware 
that abound in cyberspace as discussed above.

Did you know that there is a growing group of people who donôt have to worry about these nasties anymore? These folk are not using 
Microsoft Windows as an operating system. 

While Microsoft regularly issues security ýxes and patches designed to seal up gaping holes in its software and although this helps

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protect users, the hackers are always a step-ahead. What’s more, if you miss just one of those updates, you might as well hang a 
great big ñhack meò sign on your computer because as soon as you connect such a PC to the Net it becomes vulnerable to attack.

Windows is a ýne operating system that makes it easy to use your PC - but itôs sheer popularity is what invites so much unwanted 
intention from those hell-bent on stealing your money or data.

The solution is so simple. Drag out that old PC and use it as your ñinternetò PC. This option provides you with almost 100% safe online 
web surýng, email and all the other things you do while on the web. None of the worms that infest Windows-based PCs will be able 
to run on such a machine and your sensitive information will be much safer. Even though that old PC will be less powerful than your 
new one and even though it probably has less memory and hard-drive space -- itôll probably run every bit as fast as your þash new 
one when decked out with Linux. Thatôs because most of the Linux implementations are much ñleaner and meanerò than Microsoftôs 
bloated operating system.

Ubuntu Linux being open source software is free. There’s no cost associated with downloading or using it and some of the latest 
versions are every bit as easy as Windows to install and use.

You will still need to connect your ñþash PCò to the Internet for updates so that might mean a little bit of inexpensive ñjiggery pokeryò to 
make this task simple but it is well worth the effort.

Greek Beef Pita Pockets

Serves 8 as a snack or 4 as a main

Ingredients

500-750g rump steak or scotch ýllet steak
1 tsp minced garlic
1 tsp minced ginger
1 tsp minced chilli
2 tbsp Sweet Soy Sauce (kecap manis)
2 tbsp Oyster Sauce

1/2 cup ETA Peanut Butter
2 tbsp Sweet Soy Sauce (kecap manis)
