The Auckland City Council have certainly been getting a serve this week over the revenue raised from “tickets” 
issued by Council staff to motorists who infringe the 50m travel in a bus lane rule. The NZ Herald has uncovered 
some interesting political decisions which must make us wonder just what goes on in the big world out there.http://
www.nzherald.co.nz/nz/news/article.cfm?c_id=1&objectid=10660897.

Some Breaking News About The Kaipara District Council

Highly placed sources in the Kaipara District Council and also “just on the outside” have told Dargaville Online 
that it is going to be an interesting battle for the mayoralty this year. Current mayor, Neil Tiller, is alleged to have 
indicated that he is not standing for re-election and Councillors, Brian Burnett and Graham Taylor, are also 
understood to be standing down. Two other Councillors are understood to be re" ecting on their positions.

The candidates for the mayoralty at this time are understood to be: Cr Richard Alspach, and Cr Bill Guest who is 
also standing for Pouto Ward. 

Of even greater interest is the matter that has been lodged in the High Court in Whangarei by a ! rm of drainage 
contractors seeking a $1 million plus judgement against the Kaipara District Council. Our informants tell us that It 
is alleged that this matter was/has been concealed up till now from Council by KDC staff. This of course is not the 
! rst time the Council have not been kept informed by it’s staff – the Mangawhai Sewerage Scheme problems are 
another instance of this. Cr Smith is reported in the media to have been inquiring into this but no further details 
have been published – at least none that we can ! nd. Check the original story at http://www.kaiparalifestyler.co.nz/

It would seem a fair comment, that the majority of present Councillors – with the exception of Cr Guest who has 
constantly, and very publicly, questioned the actions and spending of Council and it’s staff – need to explain to 
voters why they have been so complacent about the rising debt levels, and other critical matters in our District. 
Maybe they should all consider their positions and let a new team with fresh thinking take the lead under the 
leadership of Cr Guest perhaps? Otherwise we are likely doomed to more of the same with Council playing second 
! ddle to it’s staff.

php?category=meetings if this seems an extraordinary statement. Look up the original estimates for the Long 
Term District Plan, the Dargaville Swimming Pool, the Mangawhai Sewerage Scheme, and then look at how much 
has been actually spent to date and how much more is needed. Why are contracts not contracts with the Kaipara 
District Council? Why should the CEO now be asking for an extra 2.5 million for this sewerage scheme? Who 
screwed up and who is to be held accountable?

This Week In New Zealand History

1952 Yvette Williams leaps for gold at Helsinki

New Zealand’s ! rst female Olympic medallist, Yvette Williams (now Corlett) won gold 
in the long jump with an Olympic-record leap of 6.24 metres (20 feet 5 and 3/4 inches). 
Her triumph came 32 years after New Zealand’s ! rst female Olympian, swimmer Violet 
Walrond, competed in the 100 and 300 m at the 1920 Antwerp Games.
Thanks to amateur radio operators who were monitoring shortwave broadcasts from 
Britain, Australia, the United States and Finland, and preparing commentary of Olympic 
events, New Zealanders were able to stay up through the night and listen to Williams 
compete in the long jump.
Those watching Williams compete at the Olympic Stadium in Helsinki or listening back 
home had an anxious wait. After leading the qualifying round with a jump of 6.16 m, in the ! nal she recorded two

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no-jumps in a row. With only one more chance to stay in the running for a medal, she cleared 5.90 m on her third 
jump to make the top six, which gave her a crucial three extra jumps. Williams’ fourth jump was perfect. As the 
! gure of 6.24 m went up on the indicator board, New Zealanders in the crowd hastily consulted conversion tables. 
The jump measured 20 feet 5 and 3/4 inches, just half an inch off the world record then held by Francina ‘Fanny’ 
Blankers-Koen of Holland. Williams had set a new Olympic record and won gold for New Zealand.
Sir Arthur Porritt, a former New Zealand Olympian and 1924 bronze medallist, presented Williams with her gold 
medal. The New Zealand " ag was raised and the Finnish military band played ! rst ‘God Save the Queen’ and then 
‘God Defend New Zealand’. New Zealand supporters carried Williams shoulder-high from the stadium with a " ag 
draped behind her. 
Back in the Olympic village, Williams received a telegram from her father: ‘Congratulations Chickie. Wonderful 
effort. Mighty proud of you.’ She reportedly replied that he should wait until Saturday (it was then Wednesday) to 
celebrate as she still had competing to do. The long jump was Williams’ key event but she also competed in the 
shot put, ! nishing 6th, and the discus, ! nishing 10th.
Williams took a month-long holiday in Europe before returning to New Zealand, where she was fêted at public 
receptions in Auckland, Dunedin and throughout the South Island. It would be 40 years before New Zealand would 
celebrate another female Olympic gold medallist - windsurfer Barbara Kendall at the 1992 Barcelona Olympic 
Games.
In 2002 Williams was the only New Zealand representative to attend the 50th anniversary of the Helsinki Olympics. 
The celebrations involved a re-enactment of the opening ceremony at the Olympic Stadium, which remained much 
the same as it was in 1952. Williams received an ovation from the crowd in honour of her gold medal win. 

1965 Riots rock Mt Eden prison

The disturbance followed a botched escape attempt and lasted into the next 
day. Several warders were taken hostage and part of the prison was gutted 
by ! re.
Mt Eden Prison is one of New Zealand’s oldest prisons. An imposing, castle-
like structure of basalt rock, it was based on English models and the belief 
that prisons should be designed to be unpleasant.
By the 1960s, prison life had moved on from the " oggings and dark cells 
of the previous century. But maximum-security prisoners still languished 
in solitary con! nement with no access to hobbies or recreation. Recent 
clamp-downs on conditions, along with problems of overcrowding, may have 

contributed to the riot.
At 2 a.m. on 20 July, two prisoners making a break for it clubbed the unlucky warder who discovered them, took 
two hostages, and set about unlocking cells. Chaos ensued as the newly liberated inmates lit ! res and fuelled 
them with oil, furniture and their own personal effects. Firemen had to retreat under a barrage of bricks and other 
missiles.
Armed police, warders and troops stood guard around the prison and used warning shots and high-powered hoses 
to discourage break-outs. Eventually the lack of food, fuel and shelter took its toll, and the prisoners surrendered 
33 hours after the riot had begun. The rebellious mood spread: con" icts and ! res were started at Wellington’s Mt 
Crawford Prison and Paparua Prison in Christchurch.
The damage was extensive. Basements, storerooms, the kitchen, chapel, watch house and 61 cells were 
destroyed. The prison roof also suffered extensive damage. The riot saw further calls for the prison to be 
demolished. Prisoners were relocated while the gutted prison was rebuilt.

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Today, Mt Eden is a medium-security facility for up to 521 male inmates. In June 2007 the Department of 
Corrections revealed plans to build a modern prison at the site and convert the old building into administrative 
space. Heritage features will be retained, but the barbed wire has had its day.

1987 Lotto goes on sale for # rst time

Outlets opened to long queues, with the ! rst division prize in the inaugural 
draw worth $360,000. In the ! rst year Kiwis ‘invested’ nearly $249 million in 
the new lottery, which was based on a weekly draw of six numbers. 
Before the introduction of Lotto most gambling in New Zealand involved a 
visit to the TAB to place a bet on a horse or buying a Golden Kiwi ticket. 
By the early 2000s, 67; of the population was regularly playing Lotto. The 
live draw on television every Saturday night was attracting an audience of 
400,000 New Zealanders.

Workmates and families formed syndicates to purchase weekly tickets. Close to a third of those buying tickets 
chose self-selected numbers rather than a computer-generated ‘lucky dip’. Half of each week’s Lotto tickets are 
bought on a Saturday, with around 25; bought between 5.00 p.m. and 7.00 p.m., when the draw closes.
By the middle of 2007 more than $3.75 billion had been paid out in Lotto prize money to 63.4 million winners. 
Other options such as Powerball and Strike have been added to the original Lotto concept over the years. By 
2007, 345 people had won $1 million or more from Lotto alone. There have been 80 Powerball millionaires and 
9 Strike millionaires. The largest combined Lotto and Powerball prize won by a single ticket was a little over $19 
million, won in April 2008.
The gambling habits of New Zealanders also changed with the introduction of electronic gaming machines or 
‘pokie machines’ in 1988 and of casinos after 1989. The effect of these changes and the introduction of Lotto 
reduced the relative spending on horse-racing. In 1987 racing accounted for 85; of the total spent on gambling 
in this country. Despite the TAB moving into sports betting as well as racing by 2000, only 18; of the total spent 
on gambling was occurring through the TAB. Gaming machines were responsible for 35; of the total, casinos for 
26; and the Lotteries Commission games (Lotto, Instant Kiwi, Daily Keno) for 21;.

More Food Ideas - This week it’s Chocolate! 
(Once again - Don’t read if you are on a diet!)

Blueberry Chocolate Cake

Ingredients

1 cup brown sugar
250g softened butter
1/2 cup cocoa
375g jar Craig’s Blueberry Jam
3/4 cup hot water

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3 eggs
2 1/2 cups self raising " our
1 tsp vanilla essence

Thick Chocolate Glaze
125 g chocolate chips
1/4 cup cream (plain or sour)

Method

1. Stir the cocoa and hot water together until smooth. Cool thoroughly.
2. Beat the butter, sugar and vanilla essence together until light and " uffy.
3. Beat in the eggs one at a time, beating well after each addition. Beat in half a cup of Craig’s Blueberry Jam.
4. Sift in the self raising " our and pour in the cooled chocolate mixture. Fold together carefully.
5. Spread into a well-greased and " oured 22cm-23cm ring cake tin.
6. Bake at 180oC for 40 minutes or until a skewer inserted comes out clean and the cake has shrunk from the 
sides of the cake tin. Cool in the cake tin for 5 minutes before turning out on to a cake rack to cool.
7. When cool, split the cake in half or three layers horizontally and spread the cut layers with the remaining Craig’s 
Blueberry Jam. Join together. Dust with icing sugar or spread with the thick chocolate glaze.
8. Heat chocolate chips and cream in a microwave proof jug for 1 minute in a microwave on high power. Stir until 
the chocolate has all melted and the mixture is smooth. Smooth on to the cake while still warm.

250g pkt sweet plain biscuits
1/2 cup Cottee’s Choc Whizz

3. Place the sour cream, cream cheese, sugar, corn" our and eggs into the food processor. Process until smooth. 
Pour the cheese mixture over the chilled chocolate base and drizzle in the plum purée.
4. Bake in an oven for 50-60 minutes or until mixture is set. Cool before placing in the refrigerator for 3-4 hours or

overnight. Serve decorated with Choc Whizz.

Tips
If you don’t have a food processor, crush biscuits with a rolling pin and chop plums ! nely to make a purée. Beat 
remaining ingredients together well.

Chocolate Peanut Cookies

Ingredients

250g butter
1 cup brown sugar
1 cup sugar
2 eggs
1 cup ETA Smooth Peanut Butter
2 cups " our
1 tsp baking soda
1 tsp baking powder
2 cups rolled oats
1/2 cup chocolate chips

Method
