Lets Jump S tart Dargaville and The Kauri Coast!

As the economy spirals downwards, times are getting tough! This time last year, people thought nothing of board-
ing an aircraft and flying to Australia, or the Pacific Islands for their holidays. Credit Cards were loaded to the hilt
and thoughts of paying for these were of little concern to many of us. Likewise overseas visitor numbers were the
highest they had ever been.

Only this week figures released by Statistics New Zealand show that
numbers have fallen. 11,100 fewer people than this time last year
landed for short terms stays while the number of New Zealanders
leaving for overseas dropped by 16,400.

As a tourist destination, the Kauri Coast, of which Dargaville is the
hub, will have been affected by these figures. The money that visitors
bring to our region is a significant part of our local economy. Every
ice cream or can of drink that is bought here puts money into our
pockets. This money is then spent with local businesses and shops
and so the money merry go round plays on!

Not only the retail and service sectors benefit from tourism. We have
numerous artists and craftspeople who rely on visitors to our region
for their livelihood. The reality is that we need visitors for our sur-
vivall So what are we doing to get them here?

Probably the biggest promotion for our region is the Twin Coast Dis-

covery route. Once visitors have made the decision to come North,

rather than head south of Auckland, they get into cars, rental cars,

~ motor homes, and campervans loaded with all the gear necessary

for a good time and drive up State Highway One. Figures show that

the majority do not turn left at the foot of the Brynderwyns but continue north along State Highway One to the Bay
Of Islands and Kaitaia.

After leaving that part of Northland many drive along SH12 to the Waipoua Forest, stop there for a while, then
continue south, through Dargaville, to Matakohe Museum, and finally back along SH 1 to Auckland. Relatively few
of these visitors actually stop or stay in Dargaville. Why?

There are many reasons why this procession of visitors do not stay or even stop in Dargaville. One of these has to
be a time constraint where people have planned their Northland visit carefully before they leave home and don't
add Dargaville to their list of places to stay. Why are they not adding Dargaville to the list? Read On!

Another reason is that there is nothing on the main road through our town to catch their attention and compel them
to stop and have a look. When people do stop they often decide to have a cup of coffee or use the local public toilet
facilities. Once they are out of their vehicles there is a better chance that they will spend some money in our town.
The problem is that there is nothing obvious on the main route through our town to entice them to do this.

Take a drive and check for yourselves. Go along Logan Street from town, turn left into Murdoch Street then drive
slowly towards River Road. The first thing you notice is that there are no public toilets! Yes there is The Woodturners
and Big River Art Gallery, the Murdoch Street Takeaways but if you have driven a vehicle from the forest and are
over 45 years of age you probably are looking for a “comfort stop” as a priority! The Transit road signs, which are
clearly displayed, tell you to turn left at the compulsory stop so that is the obvious thing to do. Drive on!

Continuing along River Road there is nothing to tell you how to find things in
Dargaville, so you drive over the Kaihu River Bridge and there is a sign
saying Welcome to Dargaville. A smaller sign points along Victoria Street but
if you are in an 11 metre motor home you are more likely to choose Normanby
Street as your route because of its obvious width.

As you proceed along Normanby Street, once again, there is nothing to tell
you about Dargaville. Ah. There is a sign for the I-Site but if you stop to go in
there on a weekend it's closed! An I-site closed? What sort of town is this?
International Toilet Signs are posted but is it really worth the stop??

Murdoch S treet Finally you see a sign pointing over the bridge so you turn right and continue
on your way, south. Dargaville is behind you. Ruawai also has signs pointing
to a public toilet as you come in so you have somewhere to make your next
comfort stop. Whew!

So What Needs T o Happen?

There are many answers to this question. Everyone has their own thoughts
on this subject. Some of really great ideas have been put forward and de-
bated for years but sadly all these talk fests have not always turned ideas
into action. Here are a couple for starters:

Mangawhare - Open the I-Site on weekends again.
Improve signage to encourage people to stop and explore our town.

A map of the town placed at the Mangawhare Wharf would be a sensible first
step. There should also be some information about this historic place as
after all that is where New Zealand'’s first policeman killed on duty fell. Avery
tragic but nevertheless notable event in our history. A second map should
also be placed in the car park on he Dargaville side of the bridge over the
“Big Muddy” to help visitors coming into town from the south! These maps
could be similar to the map already in place in Hokianga Road opposite the
Pharmacy.

3 : 3 We also need to encourage visitors to visit our shops in Victoria Street and

Kaihu River Bridge walk around the town. To do this, there needs to be more signage along

Junction Normanby Street enticing visitors to park up and walk (or drive) into the main
shopping centre. More International “Toilet” signs would be a start point!

A more radical idea would be to move the statue of the Gum Digger from it
current, almost hidden away, spot and re-site it on Normanby Street. How
about asking Transit New Zealand for a roundabout at the intersection of
Normanby Street and Hokianga Road? Put the statue in the middle of this!
Ohakune has it's carrot, Paeroa has its soft drink bottle. Dargaville has

The Normanby Street Hokianga Road intersection is probably one of the
busiest in town so let's make a business case for this. We must remember
that emergency service vehicles, milk tankers, and logging trucks, have to
negotiate this intersection so nothing too large!

Increasing V isitor Numbers T o Dargaville and the Kauri Coast

For many years, Destination Northland and similar bodies have spent vast

amounts of public money promoting Northland as a tourist destination. They

have certainly been successful in increasing the numbers of visitors but mostly

to the east coast towns and villages. Our local tourism businesses have

poured money into travel books like the AA Handbook, Jasons, and many

online resources but we do not seem to have had the success that the east
Normanby S treet coast has.

Costs for advertising in these publications have risen dramatically, as have
the charges levied by I-Sites and visitor centres around Northland. Sadly the
days of “dropping off some flyers and brochures” for free in other towns and
centres have almost gone. Now most tour operators want a fee for displaying
brochures as well as a commission on any sales that they make. More money
that most businesses in this region don't have at the moment.

Branding

We need to look at our “branding” if we want to increase our share of tourists
both from overseas and other parts of New Zealand. Something along the
Leave Town Choices lines of “Make Dargaville Your Home Base While You Explore the Kauri
Coast"? This slogan has the advantage that it highlights both the town and
Kauri Coast as a stop over destination rather than a “pass through” region.

It was disappointing to note that the Northland Naturally website almost ignores Dargaville! We pay money to
these people to promote us. They need a stir up!

Making It Happen

If we are going to successfully rebrand and promote our region as a tourist destination for the long term there must
be a body of people willing to make this happen. It requires the support of everyone in the region to act in a positive
way and not adopt the “tall poppy syndrome” attitude that is so evident at the moment. The fact that an idea was put
forward and tried 25 years ago does not mean that it is not worth reconsidering today. Times have changed!

A new, charitable trust, would be the obvious way to get this enhanced promotion off the ground, with one or two
people paid by the trust to implement its goals. If we are going to succeed in increasing visitor numbers, both town
and out of town businesses and organisations need to work together rather than compete. A non-government
body, focussed on a common dream will be less bound by red tape, set ideas, and restrictive work practices than
yet another Quango! (Quasi Autonomous Non Government Organisation)

The former Dargaville Business Association and Kauri Coast Promotion Society seem to have been far more
proactive and successful in promoting our town and region than the imposed successor - Direction Dargaville. This
comment is not meant to put down the hard working people who tried to make Direction Dargaville a success, but
the reality is that to merge two long established groups with different agendas made the task almost impossible.

Funding These Ideas

Neither the Kaipara District Council nor other government bodies have shown much interest in making a greater
financial commitment to promotion of our region. So once again, it is up to all of us to make it work. With money so
tight at present no one wants to see another significant increase in rates to pay for promoting this part of the
country.

Figures from Statistics New Zealand show that there are more than 600 businesses in our region. If each of these
businesses were to make a voluntary contribution of say $5.00 per week to a trust, that is $3000.00 per week or
$156,000.00 per year, which would be available for the purpose. Deducting tax and GST — assuming IRD do not
wear a charitable trust status application - from that still leaves $95,000 for wages and promotion. If our tourist
businesses were to divert one lot of budgeted advertising revenue to the trust this would probably add another
$60,000 more to the common fund. Worth doing??

Some Other Thought s for Discussion
More and more travellers today plan their holidays in advance using the Internet rather than going to the library or
relying on magazines. Many of the websites promoting our region are so far out of date that it is embarrassing. A

lack of contact information, or inaccurate listings or no longer existing tours are displayed when you do a Google
search for our regional attractions. Who does the guided trout fishing tour now at the Kai Iwi Lakes which is

advertised on a website. Recently a visitor came to Dargaville and stayed three days at the Dargaville Campervan
Park and Cabins to do just this. She did not ring before arriving and in spite of the best efforts of several people to
locate the “guide” she was not able to go trout fishing!

Of the tour operators and local shops that are here, many seem to only be open Monday to Friday, or run tours at
irregular intervals. Secondly, when you ring the advertised phone numbers no one is home - leave a message! We
must accept that tourists today want to do it, or at least arrange it, NOW! If they want to go for a drive along the
Ripiro beach they want a guide who can meet them and take them soon — tides permitting — and cater for small
numbers of two three or four people. Do we provide that service?? Not according to a Google search!

We have New Zealand’s longest navigable river on our doorstep — albeit somewhat muddy! How can a tourist with
a boat hooked behind their vehicle get a guide to take them up and down the river??? Try searching on Google for
this and see what results come back.

What can we do to entice tourists to the east coast to drive over our way? Should we put an I-site into Pahia for
example? Mangawhai Heads has a great, usually non-manned I-Site, at the top of the hill coming into town. Could
we put something like this up in Pahia to promote our region as a destination??

Travelling T ips

After reading the above and discovering all the wonderful things there are to see and do in our region, here are
some tips for safe travelling.

Safety checklist for vacation driving
To head off possible hazards on the road, you'll want to check
your car very carefully before leaving on holiday. Whether
you plan to do the maintenance yourself or rely on an me-
chanic, allow time to order necessary parts and to perform
unexpected procedures.

Check primary systems.

* Examine all tyres, including the spare, for cuts, unusual
bulges and excessive tread wear. Rotate tyres if necessary
and replace if tread depth wear indicators show that its time
to replace them. Inflate properly and periodically check tire
pressure while travelling.
If your vehicle wanders a bit, pulls to one side or vibrates at high speeds, or if you notice any unusual signs
of tyre wear, then have the wheels balanced and aligned.
Fill the radiator or coolant recovery tank to recommended levels with coolant. Rusty-coloured fluid indicates
dirt that could clog and cause engine overheating so flush the system.
Check with your mechanic if you see any signs of wetness around the thermostat or water pump housing.
Look closely at every hose you can reach, and replace any that are cracked, brittle or soft. Slightly twist the
V-shaped belts that operate your fan, water pump and other critical accessories and replace them if you

notice cracks, fraying or any smooth, shiny spots. Press in on each belt at a point midway between the
pulleys, and tighten any belts that “give” more than a centimetre or so.

If your vehicle is difficult to start, idles roughly, stalls, spews smoke on acceleration or chugs after being
switched off, or if you detect, a decrease in petrol consumption, then the vehicle probably needs an engine

tune-up.

Examine the battery for frayed cables, loose clamps and corrosion around the terminals. Remove all corro-
sion with a stiff wire brush and a baking soda and water solution. On a maintenance-free battery, check the
charge indicator light on top. For a conventional battery, look at fluid levels in each cell and fill to the proper

level with distilled water.

Does the brake pedal go more than halfway down or feel spongy? Do you hear grinding? If so, your brakes
may need adjusting, or the brake fluid level is low.

Top off your oil, power steering, transmission, brake

fluid and windshield washer reservoirs. Change oil

and filter if the oil looks or feels gritty.

Don't overlook secondary systems

Check (and clean) headlights (both high and low
beam), taillights, brake lights, hazard lights, turn
signals, emergency brake, overhead light, horn, air
conditioner, heater, fan, windshield defroster and
front (and rear) windshield wipers and washers.
Listen to the exhaust system: vibrations, hissing
sounds or loud noises may indicate loose or badly

worn parts.

Time spent carrying out these maintenance tips
before hand can save hours of frustration and turn a

wonderful holiday into a nightmare!

What to Pack For A Holiday T rip

*Camera & spare batteries. Snow-capped mountains, spar-
kling beaches, massive glaciers and limestone caves are just
some of the scenic photo opportunities in New Zealand.

* Maps and Guides

* Picnic supplies. Pack a blanket, food and drink, plastic cups
and utensils, and enjoy a picnic to break up a long road trip.
Just remember to take your rubbish with you!

*Driver’s licence. Keep your current driver’s licence handy at
all times.

*First aid kit. A complete first aid kit is a necessity for any
vehicle.

Togs & towel. With so many great beaches, lakes and rivers
throughout the country, packing your togs, towel and a bottle
of sunscreen is a must.

* For the kids - Take plenty of games, books and toys to stop the kids asking “are we there yet?” It's also wise
to bring snacks and water to keep them hydrated, and a travel pillow so they can sleep easy.

these available for hire.

Music. Don'’t forget to bring your iPod or favourite CDs to make a long drive more enjoyable.

Golf clubs. New Zealand has more than 400 golf courses throughout the country, so you're bound to pass
one on the way to your destination.

Plastic bags. Plastic bags will always come in handy on a road trip - they can be used to store wet togs and
towels or rubbish, and can even be used for carsickness when there’s no time to stop!

Sunglasses. It's important to wear sunglasses while driving when the sun is shining to protect your eyes and
aid your vision.

Cell phone. Cell phones are great in an emergency. Make sure your cell phone is charged or take a car cell
phone charger with you. Remember it's not safe to drive and use a cell phone at the same time.

Water, wetwipes, tissues or handy towels. Water is not only good to drink it's handy for rinsing picnic items,
washing hands, cleaning cuts and grazes and much more. Use wetwipes for sticky fingers and grubby faces
and tissues or handy towels for wiping up spills.

Also - ensure your car is safe. Check that your Warrant of Fitness and vehicle registration are up to date before
you hit the road.
