Gerry Merito Dies

Gerry Merito, a founding member of the famed Howard Morrison Quartet died suddenly after
having a heart attack at the Waihou Hotel. He was 70. He performed on Monday night at the

hotel and returned to collect band equipment when he had the sudden heart attack and died. “It is
such a tragedy,0 Sir Howard Morrison said. The pair met on a fihumble survey gangé in Rotorua in
1955, and went on to form the Howard Morrison Quartet, one of the countryés most loved musical
groups. fiHe had a very, very unique style of guitar playing ... and a real love of music. He could be
a diplomat, a natural comedian, a gentleman ... all the things that count.” Merito wrote a number of
the quartet's big hits, including the song My Old Man’s an All Black.

More Domestic Tourist For Northland

More domestic tourists, driven by lower petrol prices, a warm summer and the recession, should help counter a predicted decline

in international tourists to Northland, the region’s economic development boss says. Tourism is Northland's second-biggest industry
after pastoral farming, earning about $700 million a year. But the credit crisis saw tourism leaders predict that a fall-off in international
visitors would badly affect the region.

However, Enterprise Northland boss and Destination Northland chief executive Brian Roberts said lower petrol prices - fuel costs
have dropped about 40 per cent since July - and marvellous summer weather were prompting more domestic tourists to visit as the
recession turned Kiwis off overseas holidays.

And with the State Highway 1 motorway extension between Orewa and Puhoi which opened this week - making Northland 15 minutes
closer for Aucklanders - and the National Institute of Water & Atmospheric Research predicting above-average temperatures for the
next three months, things were looking far rosier than yrst thought, Mr Roberts said. iWeive had a great start to the year in tourism
with things as good as, if not better, than ever,i he said. iWe only need a 1 or 2 per cent increase in the Auckland domestic market to
more than offset a 15-20 per cent drop in international visitors.o

Tarly the Sealion Put Back into the Wild

Tarly a sea turtle, who has been with Kelly Tarlton’s underwater rescue and rehabilitation team for the past 14 months was put back
into the wild at Tutukaka this week. She was found distressed and exhausted at Baylys Beach near Dargaville in November 2007 by
a couple out for a walk. They reported her to Department of Conservation ofycers and she was taken into care. At only 47kg, she was
seriously underweight, and had large wounds on the back of her head.

Tarly now weighs 80kg, although loggerheads can grow to 360kg. They feed on molluscs, crustaceans, ysh and jellyysh, which they
crush with powerful jaws. There are only seven species of sea turtle worldwide. They are generally found in tropical and subtropical
waters, although sightings are becoming more frequent in New Zealand.

Tokatoka

Tokatoka is a very distinctive landmark in the Kaipara district. The track surface is variable from grass, roots, soil and rock. The track
ascends continuously; nearing the top there is a particularly steep but short climb of 20

metres before the summit. From the top of this peak, the near 360-degree views are

stunning. It almost feels like being on top of the world and makes the 20-minute climb

well worth it. You get great views up to Dargaville and back down the Kaipara, andona

clear day, you are able to see Bream Head and Tangihua range towards the east. The "

turn off to this reserve is located 17 km south of Dargaville on SH 12 at the Tokatoka

Tavern. The reserve entrance sign is on your left-hand side near the top of the hill.

Although the summit is only 354 metres away allow 20 minutes to get there. Coming

down is probably just a little bit quicker!

Historic Aircraft

Auster

Auster Aircraft Limited was a British aircraft manufacturer from 1938 to 1962.

The RNZAF operated seven Auster aircraft (NZ1701-1707) in the period 1947-1969. Six J/5 aircraft were ordered in 1947, and

ytted with locally procured Gipsy Major engines. The aircraft were used in a number of roles, including army-liason, and forestry
patrol. One aircraft (NZ1701) was ytted for a time with with poats. A further aircraft, NZ1707, was purchased in 1956 for use with the
Commonwealth Trans-Antarctic Expedition, and subsequently served on the ice until 1959. This aircraft was donated to MoTaT in
1966 following a crash in the Kaipara harbour while serving with 3SQN, but has subsequently been swapped back to be displayed in

the RNZAF Museum. The other aircraft were sold or written off. The ynal aircraft (NZ1702) was withdrawn from service in 1969 and
sold in 1970.

Hotmail account with a new user name.

Also make sure that your antivirus software deynitions are actually up to date and you run a couple of good antispyware programs as
well.
