Storm Brewing Over TV Forecast s

Far North Mayor Wayne Brown has blasted weather forecasts that he says caused
thousands of holiday-makers to cancel Labour weekend breaks in the Bay of Is-

. lands - and he wants an apology. Mr Brown said predictions last week of a “Noah-
like storm” by television news kept tourists at home and hurt the region’s economy.

. He said between 10,000 and 15,000 people either cancelled accommodation or
decided against making the journey north, based on reports of bad weather that
never came to fruition. “Nothing happened at all,” he said. “Saturday was fine enough
for me to go surfing, Sunday was good and Monday was perfect.”

The mayor said he had received complaints from several holiday camps and mo-

tels who were reduced to 25 per cent capacity over Labour weekend after being

fully booked. “We had hotels, motels, pubs, restaurants and tourism ventures missing
out on long-weekend trade that they desperately needed. “These are lean times and people cannot afford to lose
business because someone in a city somewhere gets a weather forecast wrong.”

He said the MetService was ultimately responsible for the negative weather predictions, because its information
was the basis of television reports. “One way or another, there was a unified conspiracy between the TV and
MetService, which conjured a picture of bad weather and meant thousands of people stayed at home,” Mayor
Brown said. “People don’t read the small print, they just think there is a big storm on the way.” Mr Brown demanded
an apology from the MetService.

But MetService spokesman Peter Kreft didn't give one. He said the only weather warnings issued in the lead-up to
Labour weekend were at 8.33 on Thursday night and 8.26 on Friday morning, and both played down the signifi-
cance of any wild weekend weather. Warnings he supplied to the Herald predicted 50-70mm of rain for the area
between the Bay of Islands and Whangarei on Friday, with potential squally showers on Saturday. Mr Kreft said
forecasters were very aware of the effect their warnings had on the tourism industry. “We are very mindful of
people making decisions based on our forecasts. Fishermen, businesses and tourists are on our minds every time
a forecast is issued.”

Fiona Foote, of Doubtless Bay Information Centre in Mangonui, confirmed a large number of people cancelled
Labour weekend accommodation because of the weather reports. “By Saturday, people were just plain not turning
up,” she said. “We're only a small village; tourism is basically all we have to offer. If tourists don’t come it's a big
blow.” Ms Foote said Mangonui often suffered from inaccurate forecasts as a result of not being mentioned on
nightly TV weather reports. She’s been pressing TV3 for inclusion.

Editors Note:

How to Change Your Computer Clock From Milit ary Time to Regular T ime on W indows XP

Occasionally, your computer may revert to displaying military time for your system clock with Windows XP. Com-
mon times for this would be when your computer needs repair, etc and it comes back to you with the clock set
wrong.

Step 1. Open Control Panel

Step 2. Open “Regional and Language Options”

Step 3. Click “Customize”

Step 4. Click on the “Time” tab

Step 5. Change “Time Format” section to h:mm:ss tt

Step 6. Be sure “:” for the time separator and AM and PM are selected on the next couple of lines. They may be set
here already.

Step 7. Click “Apply” and “Ok” on each open window.

Microsof t Says Next W indows W on’t be as Annoying

LOS ANGELES - The next version of Microsoft Windows, the software that defines the computing experience for
most people, will nag users much less than its much-maligned predecessor, Vista. PC users will be able to begin
testing the new edition early next year. The world’s largest software maker also is making Word, Excel and other
key elements of Office - its flagship “productivity” programs - able to run in a web browser. The move is meant to
help confront rivals such as Google Inc. that offer free word processing and spreadsheet programs online, threat-
ening one of Microsoft's most precious profit centres. The Windows and Office news came at a Microsoft confer-
ence for software developers.

Windows 7, the forthcoming operating system, will let users choose to see fewer alerts and warnings from their
computers. Rampant notifications and pop-up windows alerting people to potential security risks have irked many
users of Windows Vista. “We had all the best intentions of helping to secure the PC platform even more, particu-
larly for novice PC users who needed to be protected,” said Steven Sinofsky, a senior vice president in Microsoft’s
Windows group. But Sinofsky acknowledged that Microsoft needed to work earlier and more closely with outside
companies to avoid a similar mess in Windows 7.

With Vista, Microsoft made significant design changes to the way windows and icons look, and to where certain
features and functions are stashed in the system. Windows 7 keeps some of those changes, but tosses out others.
In an interview, Julie Larson-Green, a Windows vice president, offered one small example: In Vista, Microsoft took
the “add printer” feature out of the quick-access Start menu, but after users complained, the company is putting it
back in Windows 7. Larson-Green said some of the changes in Vista made sense to its developers but weren't fully
tested on actual PC users - a misstep she seems committed to not repeating with Windows 7.

This Weeks How To's:

How to Clean Dog Hair

Dogs shed hair, particularly during the change of seasons when they lose fur for warm weather or add fur for the
cool. But they also shed hair regularly just like us humans regularly loose strands of hair. Here are some ways to
keep the furry stuff cleaned up!

Step 1. Brush your dog. Regular grooming is good for the dog (or cat) and collects loose fur on the brush where it
can be removed and disposed of easily.

Step 2. Use that same brush to brush your floors and furniture. | have two heavy-shedding Border Collies that
leave enough daily fur to be raked up on the carpets daily. A few swipes with their grooming brushes really helps to
gather up that fur.

Step 3. Vacuum regularly. There are a number of vacuums that come with special attachments for pet hair.

Step 4. Try a damp sponge for flat surfaces. It's simple, but it actually picks up a lot of hair.

Step 5. Check pet stores and supply catalogues. There are a number of special gadget designed to make pet hair
clean-up easier from rolls of sticky tape to long-handled rubber rakes. You might find one that suits your tastes.
Step 6. (This may sound strange, but you can even recycle your pet fur. | know someone who actually spun the fur
into yarn for clothing!)

Step 7. One more note: if you moisten your hand with a little water and stroke a short-haired pet (dog or cat) you
will be able to scoop off a lot of loose hairs without even using a brush.

Step 8. Alittle extra effort in keeping pet hair cleaned seems to be a concession we need to make to share our
homes with our 4-legged pals.

How to discourage pet s from digging in your plant s

Having trouble with your pets getting into your plants? Before you decide
to strangle your pet(s) try this.

1. If you happen to have Cinnamon sticks simply place the sticks firmly
into the soil 1 every 5-6cm or so around the perimeter of the pot.

2. If you don’t have Cinnamon and don’t want to go to the expense try
placing Lemon peel in your soil. Place them as described above for the
cinnamon.

3. Animals dislike the smell of both of these and they will be more unlikely
to dig up the soil or chew the plants.

Safety Tips for Kids
A few basic fact and hints regarding preventing poisoning with medicines and chemicals around the home
Keep all chemicals and medicines out of sight and reach of children, preferably

locked away. Young children can be good climbers, and often surprise their
parents by getting things thought to be out of reach.

Keep all chemicals and medicines in their original containers, with the label
intact. DO NOT store it in a food or drink container. This is an illegal and highly
dangerous practice, causing a multitude of poisonings every week around the

Put any chemicals or medicines straight back in their place of storage after
use. A significant proportion of childhood poisonings occur when chemicals or
medicines have been left out after use.

Dispose of chemicals and medicines that are no longer used. For advice on disposal of chemicals, contact either
your National Poisons Centre or your regional council. To dispose of medicines, contact your local pharmacy, they
will usually be able to safely dispose of medicines for you.

Child resistant caps are not child proof. Keep medications out of reach of children, even if they have child resistant
packaging.

Choose junior strength or smaller packaging sizes. This can help reduce the chance of serious poisoning if a child
was to swallow some.

Childhood poisonings often occur when a child is sick. Pay special attention to putting medicines away after use,
and never refer to medicines as lollies or sweets.

Do not keep the dishwasher door open when not in use.
Children will often get into the dishwasher and eat the powder before or after the wash cycle. This can result in
serious poisoning.
